It is true, and it is a Re-
proachto the Art, that many of the moftignorant and
illicerare modern PraQicers have the honour to err in
this point with very learned men both ancient and mo-
dern; Funtine, Argel, Garcens, Origanus, Gawrizus and

me this Leffon ; and how rational it is for you to believe me,
will be feen hereafter in this Treatife following, There are
ro Errors in being, that I have met with, that want fome
Authoi cr other to countenance and promotc tham: And if
there is Lut an Author to be pxoduc.cd and quoted by a young
Student, for any thing in his Practice, how erroneous foever
it is in ic {cIf, and contradictory to Reafon .and Nature, he is
well coutented, and remains fatisfied with its Truth, becaufe
{u-h an Author faysit. 1 believe you may find it upon yous
cwn Ecquiry, 1am fure T have, that there area great many
of cur Authors fet up with a_very fmall Stock, if any Man
may be Judgein the Cale befides themfclves 5 and thercfore
our Errors are not of Yefterday, but convcy‘d gnd brought
down to us by the Stream and Current of Antiquity and Tra-
dition: And, to fay the Trath, moft of cur Auti}ors have
* but tranfcribed, one from another, alittle Truch with a great
deal of Error; and, Ithink, he is the true Artift that can
make a true Separation, and draw the Line between them
both, and, Iam fure, there was never morc need of-fuch a
at this Time. o
W(;[fk»tvl;::: I have now faid is allowed to t3c true, t.hcn it will
appear that our own Authors have deceived us in our firfk
Rudiments, and even at our beginning we took a great deal
of Pains to learn Falfhood and Errors, a'thmg fo much de-
tefted and declaim’d by all Men; and, if fo, it is almoft
impoffible for us, while we keep that way we began, tocome
to any probable Point of Reformation. And, to this purpofe,
Phyficians tell us, That what Errors foever are begun in the
firfk Digefiion, are by nomeans regulated or amended in the
fecond and third 5 and thereforc Truth and we feem like two
Lines drawn from one Centre, the farther ¢xtended, tl}e wider
and further diftant: And, tokeep fucha (;ourfe, is to re-
folve never to meet. Now, in my Opinion, the way to
amend thefe Enormities in Science, and regulate and reform
thefe Errors, is to examine our Authors, by whom we have
been mifinformed, and alfo mifled ; and if, uponthe whole,
we find any Caufe to diffent and differ from them, upon very

good Grounds, I think itis no abuft or injury done to them 3

nos
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nor will the Students of the preflent Age fuffer thereby, if
by fo doing they better inform their Judgments. And,”
again, if, upon this Enquiry, our Authors are not found in
the wrong, their Authoritics arc no ways-abufed, but will
appear more valid and reputable than they were before; and
though we thould find them to be in the wrong infome things,
yet T acknowledg it my Duty, and cvery man’s elfe, to pay a
due Refpect to their Afhes and Memory, for the Advantape
that theyintended, or we have received by them 5 and in exa-
mining of their Labours and Writings, to doit with Refpect,
and not fo trample upon the Dead. But it any man (halt
feem to impofeany thing upon us becaufe it is of a long and-
ing, or becaufe it was writ by an Author of great Authority
long fince, and for no other Reafon, 1 muft beg his Pardon if
I do not believe it 3 for Antiquity and Traditicn of that pa-
ture hath no Power to prevail on my Belicf, unlefs they bring
with them more demonfirable Arguments of Verity than the
Power of Antiguity, and the dubious Proof of Three, Four
or Five Hundred Years ago; for I am very weil affured, there
are 0ld Errors as well as Old Truths, and the former feem to
exceed the latter in Number; and therefore, if T give Credit
to an Old Author, it muft be for fomething elfe befides his An.
tiquity and great Burthen of Time.

The Learned Author of the Pfensdodoxia Epidemica, lays the
Source and Original of Error to the Charge of our firft Pa-
rents, °whoin that prifiine State were delnded and deceived,
¢ and, after that, deluded and deccived one another, to the
¢ difcovery of their own Shame, and the Entailing the Curfe
¢ on their fcandalous Offsprings who, notwithftanding (if
¢ Pofterity may take leave to judge of the Fa&, as they are
¢ afflured to fuffer in the Punifhment) were grofly deceived
¢ in their Perfe¢tion: And fo weakly deluded in the Clarity
¢ of their Underftanding, that it hath left no {mall Obfcurity
¢ in ours, how Error fhould gain upon them. It s too true,
indeed, that Error did begin with the Order of Nature; and
the firft Injunétion laid upon us, In the Sweat of thy Brows, &c.
feems to inform me, That one part of that Cusle was Man’s
continual Labour and Endeavour; and that either through
Frailty, Overfights and Errors, the Work of one Hour fhould

' B 2 lay
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lay the Caufe for the Labour of another ;3 fo that Human Teil
is not to end fo long as his Breath is in his Noflrils.  And at
fait, he concludes, faying, ©Thus we may perceive, how
* weakly our Fathers did err before the Flood, how continu-
¢ ally, and upon common Difcourfe they fell upon Errors after-
'« ward: It is therefore no Worder we have been erroncous
¢ ever fince; and being now at the greateft Diftance from the
¢ beginning of Error, are almoft loft in its Diffemination ,
¢ whofec Ways are Boundlels, and confefs no Circumfcri-
$ ption. :
) pThus it appcars there are Esrors, and that tbofc Errors
had an Original, from which Source they are diffeminated,
and now fpread throughout the whole Body of Nature; and
though it is generally owned and allowed, that all Men err,
yet how hard is it to geta Conceilion from any man’s Mouth,
20 accufe himfelf? We can difcover Errors in others at a
Diftance ! nay, in our Friends and Relations! But in cuz
felves, fuch is our hard Fate, that either we cannot, orclfz
we will not difcover any thing of that nature, or like it; and
therefore, till we can draw this Curtain of Self-Opinion to
one Side, and give our felves the Leave and Liberty of (ecing
our own Errors as well as other men's, we fhall never make
any Work to the purpofe, inordertoa Reformation in this
Study and Praéice: For till every man is willing to fearch,
and ready to own, as well hisas other men’s Errors, ’tis ims«
poffible to expedt any Confent to a Regulation, or that they
will agree to part with their Errors (or, to {peak more mo-
derately and lefs offgnfive to to the angry mep ). and Shadow
of Truth, at prefent in general Reputation, and fome of
them introduced and ufed in a!l men’s Practice and Study in
this Art. Nay! fuchis the Tyranny of Cuftom, and our
Juvenile Education, that what we have once {ucked in early,
and contentedly believed and embraced it for feveral Years
after; how loth and unwilling we are to past with it, though
it fhould: be fox our Advantage, Profit and Eafe! How un-
willing the French Slaves are to part with their Chains? How

loth are the Papiits to part with their Apith Religion, or to
enquire into any other, though more rational and probable!

How contentedly the Wild Irify, and the Seets in the Moun-
tains,.
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tains, live with a forry Dyet and brutith Converfation, and
no ways defirous to change their Condition? And how well
the King of Fex his Vaffals are fatisfied, to come when they
are fent for, and ftand #ill to let their King beat out their
Brains, either for Sacrifice or Punifhment, according as his
lawlefs Will thinks fit > And all this is but the effe& of Cu-
fiom and Education; they were born and bred-in, and under
fuch Cu:loms and Oppreflions, by which they have fubjuga-
ted both Body and Mind, and have no defire either tochange
their Conditions, or feck for more Freedom,Eafe and Relief 5
and to underiake to perfwade thefe People to forfake thefe
Inconveniences and Oppreflions, ana to cmbrace and enjoy
the Felicity of a free and happy People, is a Task for a Cice-
yo, and next 0 an Herculean Labour; {o unwilling are fome
People to part with their Errors, foolifh Opinions, and Igno-
rance.

And therefore, to this purpofe, it will not be improper
to tell you the Story of Plate’s Cave, as you have it related
by Camerarins, inhis Hiftorical Meditations, page 154 *Sup-
< ‘pofe (fays be)- in your mind, fome Cave, that is {pacious,
¢ very hollow and deep within, that hath Vents and Holes in
¢the Top, through which the Light may be fcen; fuppofe
¢alfo, that in the bottom of this Cave there be men fet, and
¢ brought up there from their Childhood, chained and kept
¢ fo fhort, that they cannot turn themfelves to thofe Holes, nor
“flir, nor fee any thing but what is at a diftance, and right
¢ againt them. ~ That behind and over them there fhineth a
¢ great Light, between which and thele Prifoners there is a
¢ way aloft, and (as it were) hanging in the Alr, and by
¢ that Way a Wall; on which Way many do go and come,
¢ carrying divers Pieces of Houthold-Stuff, Shop-Wares, Fi-
¢ gures of Beafts, Men, and divers other things : And that the
« Shadows of all thefe things, thuscarry’d, are by thefe Prifo-
< ners feen upon the Wall: And that thofe People that carry
< thefe things, fomehold theirpeace, others talk among them-
¢ felves,as foftly as they can; To be thort,that all this may ap-
¢ pear like a Scaffold, where Players fet up Babies and Puppets,
¢ which they make to move, mixing fome Voice and Words

*-of, Merriment between, and afterward to quarrel and knock
¢ ong.
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¢ one another, to make the Company Sport, who fee not the
¢ Hands of thofe that move thofe Images and Puppets.  But,
¢ perhaps, you will ask me, What I mean by this firange ri-

¢ will tell you that prefently.
¢ Let us fuppole, That thefe Men, thus chained and faft
* tied, refemble us. And, what can they fee within the
¢ Cave? Neither themfelves nor their Fellows, nor yet the
¢ Implernents and things thatare carried; for they arein Dark-
¢ nefs, and can dilcern nothing where they are, but thofe
¢ Shadows that the Light doth fhew and reprefent on the
¢ Wall by-the Cave. Ard, if they could talk ome with an-
¢ other, they would, without doubt, take thefe Shadows for
¢ living, real and {ubftantial Creatures. And, if, from the
¢ Voice of thofe that pafs along by the Wall, fome Eccho
¢ thould refound in the Bottom of the Cave, Do you think
¢ thart thefe Prifoners would believe that this Noile came from
¢ any other thing than the Shadow that paffed away ? [ think
¢ not, but do really judge that they would have no Ap-
: pxe]hcnﬁon of any Truth and Reality, but in thole Shadows
only.
¢ But, let us now untie them, and free them from their
¢ Ignorance, What will then follow? Why then, I judge,
¢ they being unchained, and brought out toward the Light,
¢ the Prifoner that fhould firft come to this,would be much per-
¢ plexed, his Eyes would be weak, and he would not be
< able to look on thofe Pieces, of which he had before feen
< their Shadows. And then, if any one fhould fay to him ; Ho,
¢ Friend, heretofore thou fawe(t but the 'Shadows, now fee
¢ the things themfelves; and, befides, if then he were asked,
¢ What they be? and how they were called? you may be
¢ fure he would be at a great Non-plus, and take the Sha-
¢ dows, whichhe faw before, to be truer than the real things
¢ that are laid before his Eyes ; and if fome man fhould take
¢ him out of the Cave, and carry him into the open Light,
¢ do you think that his Eyes would not dazle and be weak,
¢ and that he would not turn away from the Light, and with
¢ fpead gointo the Cave again, and behold the Shadows as he
¢ did befored/ Yes verily.  But if one fhould take him againft
his

¢ diculous Den, that I have thus defcribed to you? Why, T -
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¢ his Will, and force him into the Light by regged means,
¢ and through narrow and painful Ways, Do you think he
< would not frown at it, be angry, and rcfifi with all the
¢ Power and Force he had? If one fhould bring him up to a
¢ high Mountain, would he not turn away his Eyes, and re-
¢ fufe to fee any thing, like Hercules's Cerberns 2 Becaufe it
¢ would be impeffible he fhould endure thus the Eight, and
“lnok upon fo many good things as woild be about him, if
¢ he were not accullomed thereto by littie and litdle.  Firft,
¢ then, he would calt his Sight upon Shadows, then in the
¢ Shadow of the Sun he would behold the Figure of fome-
“thing, and next the Bodics thernfelves made plain by the
¢Light. After that, he would raife his Eyes to Heavens by
¢ Night he would look ugon the Moon and the Stars; in the
¢ Day he would inure himie!f to turn his Sight toward the
“Sun, and think with himfe)f that this is the great Torch,

¢ which diftinguitheth the Times, and caufeth the various Re-
¢ yolutions of the Year, and that from his Brightne(s thofe

¢ Shadows proceeded, which he had feen in the Cave. Into
¢ what Difcourfes (I pray you) doyou think, he would enter,
* fo often as he fhould remember his dark Cave, his Chains,

¢ his former Thoughts, and his Shadows? farely he would

¢ profirate himfelf before God, and inall Reverence thank him,

< becaufe he was at laft drawn out of that dark Prifon, and

¢ would deplore the State of his Fellows, which he had lefe

¢ behind him in fuch Miferies.  Bue, if it were the Cuftom

¢in that Cave, to applaud, honour and recompence with a
¢ Reward thofe that thould fee thefe Shadows morc diftinctly,

¢ or, that could beft remember which had been the firft Sha-

¢ dow or the fecond, or which had paffed by but once,cor thofe

¢ that were to pafs by prefeatly, if there were fuch an Order

“in their Motion and Going : Can we think it poifible that
¢ our Man, brought forth into the Light, would with to have
¢ 2 Share in thofe Honours, Praifes and Rewards again, or

¢ envy thofe that theuld enjoy them within the Cave? 1do
¢« not think it, but rather believe, that he would more wil-
¢ lingly go to the utmoft part of the North, and toward the
¢ Frozen Sea, than to be King of the Blind.  But, fuppole,

¢ that the fame Man werc to return agaiu (at the End of fome
‘ “time)
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¢time) into his Place -within the Cave, wcfuld he not be as
¢if he had loft his fecing, having left the Light, to go again
¢into Darknefs? And, if they fhould difpute within, which
¢ of them all {sw the Shadows beft, and that our man (hould
¢ fpeak of them what he now kncws; would they not all
“ mock and laugh at him, think ye, and cry out, That
¢ their Fellow was mad or bewitched, and that he was much

“blind; and, then, with a general Vote an.d 'Conf'em all
<agree, That there is manifeft Danger and Peril in going out
¢ of the Cave; and, befides, if any one fhould go in to un-
¢ tie them, and bring them forth into the Light, they would,
¢ without doubt, ufe their utmoft Endeavour, o rehift with
¢Hand and Foot, and, if they could, pull out his Eyes too,
“ that (hould endeavour to do this -Kindnefs for them, and
¢ bring them into the Light, and to the Enjoyment of real
¢Truths, Even fuch is Plato’s Cave, the Expofition of
which may be feen in the Author h[mfelf, from whcncc it
ivas taken, and which Politian hath fince reprefented ina La-,
tin Poem, called Lamia. o .

It is ncedlefs for me to undertake an Expofition of this Pa-
rabolical Cave, fecing the thing is {0 plsin in it felf, and fo
cafic to be apprehended by any Reader, how dull or-ftupid
foever he fhould happen to be. However, I will mak.c th'ls
one Remark upon it, in referenceto the Author’s Defign in
the thing: And that is, There are a great Number in the

World, who hug themfelves in their own Notions, Opini- -

ons and Apprchenfions, derived and formed according to their
own Sentiments of things in Nature, or elfe borrowed from
Tradition and Antiquity, which, when they are throughly
groundcd in.them, they count it no lefs than Hercefie- in any
“man that fha'l queftion their Truth: And he or they that are
the moft excellent among them, either for fome peculiar Fa-
culties and Abilities, or elfe their Proficiency in {ome fort of
Errors-more than the reft of the Society, puffs them up:
And they would be thought Listle Angels, or at the lealt Heres,
and perfwade the reft of Mankind, That all they who are
out of their Cave, know nothing, in comparifon to them,

who fee fuch pritty fbadows, and fach gallans Puppets s and
‘ i therefore
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therefore they that are willing tg.@well in the Cave, they
fhall have my free confent to coktinue there fiill, and let them
belicve their Fooleries are Truths, their Shadows are Realities,
and their Puppets are living Bodies, it is no Injury té me, 1
will pecp i upon them, and alfo pity them: Nay! I will
go further toos 1 will call them out, but if that will not
do, Peace be with them, for I will not run the Rifque of
going in to them, leftI flumbleand break my Face, a very fit
Reward for one that is fool-hardy, and will venture his own
Life to inform another’s Underftanding.

It is onc part (and a great one too) of man’s Happinefs,
that he hath Sence and Reafon, to contider the good and bad
Qccurrences of his Life, and thereby to endeavour to chufe
the one, and {hun and evade the other; and alfo to examine
the Probabilities and Improbabilities of the Rudiments ,
Rules and Methods laid down, to infiru@ and teach the Stu-
dents in all Parts of Natural Learning; and, cerrainly,
thould we refufe and deny our felves the Ufe of our Reafon
in thefe things, and {wallow down all things greedily that
are delivered to us, under Pretence of Information, for ab-
folute Truths, without fo much as enquiring the rationality
of the thing, and its coherence with its own Principles, and
the order of Nature; wemay in a thort time herd with the
more fenfible fort of Beafts ; and alfo tell our Fellow-Crea-
tures, We out-do our tirflt Parents (whom we often think ve-
1y hard of) in giving Credit to Lies and Falthood ; they
were deceived by Suggeftion and Perfwafion, we by Iinpofi-
tionand Cuftom; they in their Innocence knew no fuch thing
as Error: But we know little elfe; and if any Man doubts

.the Truth of this Affextion, let him repair to his own Bofom

for full Satisfaction. :

Itis certain, and beyond all Queftion, that Errors, Miftakes
and Lier are more common, obvious and pra&icable than real
Truths 5 for in an A&ion or Accident within a Bow-fhot of
our own Habitations, how many various Stories fhall we hear
about it? And, how varioufly and confufedly every Relater
fhall deliver the Circumflances of this A&ion, is known to
every ones and, perhaps, at laft, when the beft Account
comes, it may have fome mixturc of Error, cithera Miftake,

’ C charg-
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chargeable to the Deft@ of Memory; or being willing to

palliate fome part of the Adion by a foft and tender Relation,
when, at the fame time, they firain another part of it be-
ond the true and real Aétion it {elf, which may very pro-.
perly take the Name of Partiality. - Or by fome hot-headed
Hearer and Teller of News, who having heard the 'Reclanon
frora half a dozen at once, remembers fcarce any thing from
cither of them, but makes a new Relation 9f his own, fome-
thing like the other, and away he runs with that, and tells
it, to every onc he meets, for Truths and thxs' you may
very well call Conlidencey &re And.do you'rhmk. thxg is
not ground enough to fill a whole Parith or City with LxeS,
when the Reporters of thefe things, like Atoms, fly into
every Corner and Part thereof, and each man tells what he
hath heard or apprehended of the _Mattct? And thus will the
Account go, till you can fpeak with the Acors of it them-
{elves, or with fome Intelligent man, that hath had it from
them, or the true Relation of it by one that faw and ob-

ferved the whole. Now, letus confider, how many People -

there are that are willing or defirous to enquire out the Truth
of this matter 5 not one in a hundred, perhaps not one in a
thoufand 3 for the generality of People are not inquilitive
after Truth, but News! And, when they have heard a Story,
it ferves them to talk of till they.hear another, and fo one
Lie drives in, and alfo drives out, another 3 angl by this
Courfe and Cuftom the Faculties of the Body are imployed,
and the things ferve to talk of as vsfell as if they wtre truein-
deed 5 it founds as well, fpends Time as well, and the Hear-
ers of it, when related, flare and admire at it as much as if
it was perfe@ly true; and thus the Rattle goes on, and they
are all very well contented. ) )
Why, juft fo it is with our Book:wngbts, exa&ly in eve-
1y particular thing T have here mentioned ; for every onc that
can talk, is not fic to tell a Story, or carry a Relation of a
Matters nor is every one that can write, fit to write things 'of
Science, though perhaps he may underftand fomething of it5
and he that can tell a Story well, doth generally embellifh his
Difcourfe, fet It off with a Lic or two, or, to fpeak more
foft, fome new emphatick Invention of hisown; why, ;u{%
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fo it is with our Writers and Authors of Books in general :
They throw in fomething of their own, which, they think,
foands well enough to them, and may pafs current without
Sufpicion of being a new Dcélrine 3 ard this the Reader is
obliged to take among the reft, without either Why or Where-
fore. Lut, it would be endlefs to run into Difcourfes and Ar-
gumeits of this Nature, and of a Prowmizm make a Trcatife:
Betides, it Is needlefs to follow this Track any longer, for I
fuppofe therc are few or none will deny Errors to be delivered
in this Mcihed and Order 5 if they do, let them repair to any
printed Author, in every Page of which it is very- probable
they may find either Errors of the Author, or Miltakes of the
Printer, and in fome Pages both, for thelr Safadtion. For
if Authors, in all kind of Learning, had not been futhciently
fertile in that untoward (ore of Produ&, the Learned D. Prim-
rofe and Sir Thomas Brown had {pent their Time in valn when
they made an Enquiry into Pulgar and Common Errors.  And,
to that Purpole, hear what the latter of them faith, pag.20.
Pfeudo. Epidem. * But the mortalleft Enemy (faith be) unto
¢Knowledge, and that which hath done the greateft Execu-
¢ tion upon Truth, hath been a peremtory Adhefion unto Ax.
¢ shority, and more efpecially eftablithing of our Belief upon
¢ the Dicates of Antiguity. For (as every Capacity may ob-
¢ ferve) moft men of Ages prefent, o fuperfiitioufly do look
¢ on Ages paft, that thé duthorities of the one do far exceed
¢ the Reafons of the other: Whofe Perfons indeed being far
¢ removed from our Times, their Works, which feldom with
¢ us pafs uncontroll’d, either by Contemporaries, or by im-
¢ mediate Succeflors, are now become out of the Diftance of
¢ Envy: And the further removed from prefent Times, are
¢ concerned to approach the nearer vr:o Truth it felf, Now,
¢hereby mcthinks we manifeftly deluue our felyes, and wide-
¢ ly walk out of the Track of Trath.
« For firft, men hereby impofe a Thraldom on their times,

¢ to examin or refute the Do@rines of his Predeccitors:

< of thefe conceive themfelves infallible, or fet down theis
¢ Di@ates as Veritics irrefragable; but when they either de-
¢ liver their own Inventions, or rcjeét other men’s Opinions,
“ they proceed with Judgment and Ingenuity; eftablithing
¢ their Affertions, not only with great Solidity, but {ubmitting
¢ them alfo to the Correéion of tuture Dilcovery.

¢Lattly, While we fo devoutly adhere to Antiquity in fome
¢ things, we do not confider we have deferted them in feveral
¢ cthers. For they huve, indeed, notonly been imperfect in
¢ the Conceit of fome things, but cither ignorant or erroneous
“in many more. They underftood not the Motion of the
¢ cighth Sphere, from Weft to Eaft, and fo conceived the Lon-
¢ gitade of the Stars invariable. They conceived the Torrid
¢ Zone unhabitable, and fo made fruftrate the goodlieft part of
¢the Earth. But, we know now ’tis very well empeo-
¢ pled, and the Habitation thereof efteemed fo happy, that
¢ fome have made it the proper Seat of Paradife 5 and been
¢ fo far from judging it unhabitable, that they have made it
¢ the hirft Habitation of all. Manyof the Ancients deny’d the
¢ Antipodes, as Auflin, &c. Others, That the Earth was
¢ yound, as Lanfiantins. But the Experience of our enlarged
¢ Navigations, can now affert them beyond all Dubitation.
¢ Having thus totally relinquifh’d them in fome things, it may
¢ not be prefumptaous to examin them in others 5 but furcly
« m&re unreafonable to adhere to them in all, as though they
< were infallible, or could not erxinany. Thus, I fay, muft
¢ thefe Authors be read, and thus muft we be read our felves 5
¢ for, difcourfing Matters dubious, and many controvestible
¢ Truths, we cannot, without Arsogancy entreat a Cre-
“dulity, or implore any farther Affent than the Proba-
“bility of our Reafons, and Verity of Experiments en-
¢ duces.

Hence it is plain, there is a Flood of Error in the World,
and that all Sciences and Learning, as well as Aftrology,
have an equal fhare therein; and that the moft learned among
us have lodged the Caufe thereof in our Old Authors, whom
we- fo much admire, and endeavour to follow, by zcalous
Adoration, and Purfuit without Reafon ; And, in our own

1 Credulity, by which we are fo cafily and willingly deceived,

and .,
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and not only brought thereby into.« Cuftom of believing
their Errors, but alfo into fuch a Zeal as to quarrel and con~
tend to maintain and juftifie them as if they were undeniable
Truths. Andif any of their Defenders chance to be furnithed
with good Language, and the Art of Reafoning, it makes
him fit fo be an Author, though no Skill; by which means
he paints the Trap, and hides the Snare, and by this kind of
Art catcheth the Gudgcon with the morceafe: And th: the
major part of Readers have been deluded.  Yet hercand diere
we have found one, who by Labour and the fircngth of Rea-
fon have dcte@ed thefe Delufions, and made Digrefions
from the common Road, upon very good Authority of Rea-
fon and Experience, thofe two Handmaids of Truth, who
are but ligtle acquainted with fuch, who are not at Leifure to
think, nor will not take time to Jabour, without which no-
thing is to be done.

Then, the next Work is, to examin and try whether our
Authors that we generally follow, and moft depend on for
Rules and Dire@ions in Praltice, will hold and agree one
with another ; and whether they will allow them to have the
fame, or an adequate Effec at all Times, and in all Perfons,
allowing their Rules of Exception, if they have any ; let us
try alfo if their Operations are demonfirable, and founded in
the Principles of Nature and true Motion, by which all of
them pretend to work, and perform their Operations in their
Aftrological Praice; let us alfo obfexve, Whether or not
they make their own Rules, laid down for our Information,
a Guide to themfelves, or whether they ‘give us Rules and
Praice quite contrary. In a Word, let us examin their
whole Syitem of Aftrology, now in Vogue and Reputc, and
where we find it defe@ive and falfg, to -¢jet its ufe; but where
it is fubftantial, and will ftand the Tet of Enquiry, to give
it the Stamp of Approbation, and a¢mit of it in our P’ra-
Gice.

But, perhaps it ma¥'bc obje@ed 5 That, in ic doing, yom
denounce War almuft againft all sifirolngers, as an Ignorant man
did lately exprefs it in Print  To which 1 anfwer; If
the Dete@ing and Exploding of Errors, is a denouncing of

War; then Truth and Peace is in a very forry Condition 5

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and the Reward every one muft exped for fuch an Under-
taking is a broken Head. I do not know any Reafon there
is for ir, that I fhould run out of cne Error into ancther,
and this knowingly, giving Examples and Rules to otkers to
do the fame.

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that | pretend to in this my Enquiry 3 I only-intend to Exa-
min our Authors, and defire every one elfe to do the fame,
and fee whether they are really and practically true, accord-
ing to the Rules delivered to us. And this very thing this
learmed Do@or doth alfo allow and plead for; fure my
Angry Objeétor will not fay, He dencunceth War againit all
Aftrologers 100, becaule he is of the {ame Judgment and Opi-
nion with me: No, no! in him, it (hall be only a Zeal tor
the Truth: But, in me, becaufe 1 ama Heretick (and this
in a double Sence) it muft be a Quarrel, a denouncing of
War, or any thing elfe, what that peevith man pleafeth, he not
confidering it is every Man’s Duty to deteé the Errors of his
Profeffion, and expofe the ridiculous Whims of thofe, who
through Jgnorance are a Scandal to their Imployment: And
Cardan fays, Melins eft longé, pauca recic ¢ firmiter [cire, quam
mnlta Erroribus mixta; "Uhat, it is far better to know a few
things in Truth, than abundance mixt with Errors:  And,
there is no way to come to that Perfetion, but by enquiring
into the Rules, Methods and Pratice of its Profeflors and Teach-
ers, and to let the World fee what manner of Stuff they are
bubbld to believe. It is not every onc that can play the Plagi-
ary, and methodifea few ftolen Rules, that is Mafter of that
Myftery concerning which he writes 5 nor is every one an
Aitrologer that can talk of the Horofcope and Midbeaven, the
Lord of the Geniture, Pitted and Smoaky Degrees, Arks of Di-
rections, Cardinal Signs on dngles, &c. There is many a one
talks of Robin Hood, that never fhot in his Bow. Every
Man hath a good Opinion of his own Parts, and it is the hard
Fate of fome to believe themfelves more able and capable
than they are, and fo come under Cardan’s Reproof, when he
fays, Deterins eft, credere fe feire, que nefciat, quam ignorare que
debeat feire. That it is worlc for a Man to belicve he knows
what he knows not, than to be ignorant of what he ought to
know. And, indecd, Iam afraid this will prove the Crime
of moft Authors that have pretended to write and teach
Aftrology, and I wifh it had been otherways ; but, am part-
ly fure,. that moft Pretenders, befides my felf, will fet their
Hands to this Accufation, and confefs readily, That they have

been often deceived in their common Pradtices, cven by the
‘ moft

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mof approved Rules, delivered by the beft of our Authors ;
not that [ think every Author is wichout Truth in {fomething
or other that he delivers to Pofturicy 5 bur the major part of
them (efpecially thofe who tranfcribe Tradition) have taken
things upon Truft, and have been more tond of large Volumes

. than much Truth, and giving firange Judgments on the Pri-

mitive Texts; mixing therewiih ew Notions of theirown;

by which means they have confoundcd their Readers, and ren=

dred their Matter extream intricate: And witi thele Crimes
and Abufcs I can charge fome very eminent Authors, at pre-
fent in great Repute among the more Learned Students in
Alftrology ; who, ycu will ind mentioncd in the following
Pages, according as there is occafion to ufe their Names,
with their Quotations, when I come to examin and confider
their Principles, with my Objections and Reafons to the con-
trary. And alfo that there are fome Authors, bur little taken
notice of, that are more worth your Reading and Study
too, to be Mafters of their Notionsand Rules, than is g:-ne-
rally believed and " allowed by the ufual Vogue and common
Opinion ; for it is our hard Fate, as well in Sciences as in

Commeon Vulgar Things and Affairs, we are too apt to fol-

low the Herd, and to believe by Example and Report, with-
out {o much as examining their Affertiens bgour own Rea-
fon. For, if this or that Great Man doth l%cport a thing
(though abfolutely falfe) how many of the di€iner fort will
hazard a Broken Head in the Juftification of it, and think
themfelves extreamly injured if any man refule to believe
what they relate from his Story ? which every man of Seafe
knows is too true, and too often pra&ifed ; as if an Eminent
man could not miftake. Another way by which we are
deceived and led into Ervor, is, our miftaking the Effe@s of
Directions, and charging the Caufe of this or that Difeafe
or Accident, to a Star; Ray or Dire@ion that is not at all con-
cern’d thercin; and, to make it more intelligable to you,
and to let you know what I mean by thefc Words, take an
Example or two for your better Informatfon. If 2 Man
happen to be feized by a violent Fever, you immcdiately ex-
pe to find the Caufe lodged in the DireGion of the Sun or
Mare, and thexefore if you canm:; readily find fuch a Dire-

¢tibg,
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&ion to fome of the Hilegiacal Points, you conclude the Na-
tivity is falfe, and then make an Altesation in the Afcendent,
and fo jumpinto an Error,whenyou think you have gotTruth
by the Hand. So, on ths contrary, when you find one feized
witha Quartan Ague, or fuch like Cold Chronick Difeafe, you
think fireight to hnd a Dire@ion of Satwrn, or, perhaps, the
Maon, in fome ill Ray, and affliGted by him: But, this not
being fouad, the next thing is an Alteration of the Figure,
and be fure there isa Caufe then, and that a very plain one
too. But all this may prove a Miflake, and fhew either
want of Skill, or want of Experience in him that doth it.
For, give me leave to tell you (and I affure you I fpeak no-
thing but Truth) the Sun, Moon ox Afcendent, &e. directed to
the Body, Square, ox Oppofition of Saturn, may give a violent
Fever of any kind whatfoever, either Simple, Putrid ox Pefti-
Lential 5 Continual or Intermisting 5 Quotidian, Tersian ox Quar-
tan 3 nay, the Small Pox too. And, on the other fide, Dire-
Gions of the Swn and Mars may give Quartan Agues, long
lingering Difeafes, procceding from Obitructions and black
Choler, nay, Dropics and Gout too, and other Difeafes from
that Birth and Original. I know this will fecm ftrange to
many Practitioners, if not to all, and I know fome will think
it an untruth, or a Flourifh without any ground ; bue, [
do affure them it is Truth 3 and whofoever doth oppofe this
Dottrine, is not acquainted (Iam furc) with all the Parts of

Aftrology.
The third Caufe of our Erring, and indeed the only one of
all, is, our falfe Correction of Nativities ; for in all Nativi-
ties, where the Mid-Heaven and Afcendent is not true, the
Dixe&ions to thofe Points muft of neceffity be falfe; for, by
how much the Time corrected (as they call it) differs from
the_truc Time, by fo mugh they err, more or lefs, in the com-
mencement of thofe DireGions ; and, to tell you the Truth,
this is the only difficult thing in Aftrology, to correct well
and truej and the true way to corre@ well is, to know what
Accidents or Difeafes may be allowed to every Planet, and
their Afpe@s in Dire@ion, according to the true Motion of
Nature, and the real Afpeés in every Circle; for all hditi-
ousMotion and Afpe&s inDire@ions are certainly falfe and Ex-
100€ous.
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roncous. I remember in the Year 1679. Mr. R.w. defited
me to give him the Direions in his Nativity 5 fo I took his
Time, corre@ed his Figure, which was but a fmall diffe-
rence from the Eftimate Time; wrought the DireGions, and
gave them to him; and among them there was one to
come up the beginning of May, the next Year, i.e 1680,
and that was the dféendent to the Square of Mars, the Ho-
rofcope being 2 2. deg, in Gemini, and Mzrs in 2 (. deg. in Aries,
in the Eleventh: The M. C. 16. deg. in dquary; and this
Direction | had determined to touch about the fixthox eighth
Day of May, at which Time he was feized with a violent
Fever, which held him about eight Days ; And this was a
wonderfal Confirmation of my Skill and che Truth of the
Art, both of which werenota little talk’d of aboutit. But,
when I came to underftand Direétions better, and to examin
the Figure and the Accident more carefully, I found the Afcen-
dent camne at that time to the Square of the Moon, and that the
Square of Mars did not come up till about thircy Years after-
ward. Thus, youmay fee, how ealieit is for a Beginver to
make a Mitake, and at the fame time to be contirmed in it
that heis rcally in the Right 3 and this, in Corre&ing, is ea-
fily done, either by not knowing the Motion, or by erring in
the Meafure of Time, or by fuppofing the Difeale or Acci-
dent to be caufed by a Planet or Ray that had nothing to do
in the matter., And thefe, indeed, are Errors of cur own,
but they are founded upon the Rules and Dire&ions laid down
by our Authors for our Inftruction in fuch Cales as thefe are.
And thefe are the Errors (if you can perfwade your felf to
believe they are fuch) that, I think, ought to be known, and
would advife you to endeavour to reform, among the reft of
the Miftakes, and let the World fee an Aftrology frec from
thofe Falfities that its Enemies fo often charge us with,
and this brought to pafs and effeéted by your Labour and Di-
ligence. . .

1 fay, if you can perfwace your felves to believe they are
Errors, and ought to be regulated and amended : For, in-
deed there lies the main Obftacle 5 .for he that doth not be-
lieve they are Errors, will never endeavour either to- reform
them, or get better Rales to work and judge bys for every
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man lives and manageth his Affairs according to his Belicf :
This Belicf is in all things guided by the Will, for no man
believes againft his Will, however he may endeavour to hide
and diffemble it for the Belicf is (in all things where-ever
it isimploy’d, cither in Spirituals or Temporals) nothing clfe
bur an A& of the #ull.  This Wil is nothing clle but the latt
A¢ of Deliberation, or the ultimate Refult of all the Facul-
ties of the Soul; and this Will is really guided by the Un-
derftanding in all its Refolves: The Underftanding is more
or lefs active, and capable of knowing more or left, accordirg
to the Power of its firlt Principle, and the varicus Mcthods
and Ways taken for its Information; for by how much the bet-
ter a man’s Judgment and Underftanding is infernr'd, by fo
much the more he is able to judge for himfelf, or for any
other; and, thercfore, whofocver hath firong intellectual
Abilities, we fee they are mightily advanced by the Happinc(s
of aGood and Learned Education; for the Faculties of the Soul
are always acive, bufie, and love to be employ’din thirgs
fuitable to the Nature and Pofition of Areury at the time of
Birth : Hence we may obferve, That fome men do in par-
ticular excel others in a peculiar fort of Learning, Science or
Trade, and this from the Power of their Mercury, and the Po-
fition"of the Heavens at their Birth, foordered and appointed
by the Power and Wifdem of the Eternal God.

H:nce 1 would perfwade the Students in this Science to

‘confider and deliberate upon the matter, and, as they have

learn’d toknow that there is an Aftrology in Nature, {o now
let them inform their Underftandings about the rationality of
that which is o cal’d, and alfo learn to diftinguifh between
thofe things that are folely Notional, and fuch as are naturally
Demonftrable , and upon Examination vifibly True: And,
laft of all, try if theycan bring themfelves to belive that thofe
things which I thall make appear to be falfe, are indeed and
reality Errors, and ought to be amended and regulated by
thofe that fiudy Aftrology : And that you may fee 1 am not
the firft man that have doubted in thefe things, and that what
I propound to ycu is both Neceffary and Rational, obfervg
what your own Anthors fay to this purpofe. I begin with

cult thing of all to know the Anareta or Iuterfetior 5 thereare
very few that are acquainted with it 3 and yet how eafily do
the Common and- more Tgnorant fort of Aftrologers judge of
the Time of Dcath before it comes (in which cafe 1 know
they are generally decciv’d, and by that Rule deceive others)
and yet Cardan tells us, Jt is the moft difficule thing of all
and in that I can jultly affest the Truth of his Aphorifm,
and fo can any one elfe that hath taken Pains to work and try
Experiments: And rhe reafon why it is the molt dificule,
and that they are miftaken in it, is, becaufe there are more

-things than one goes to compleat the Locys Interfesioris, and

it is not the Point and Place they take it to be; and their
Rules, in that Cafe, arcall of them Falfe and Erroncous; ard
that 1 do not doubt but Cardan well knew, when he faid, It
was the moft difficult thing of all to knéw; and therefore
a little afterward, in the 113th Aphorifm, he gives you a
-Glimps of the Reafon why it is fo, where he fays 3 Maxima
igitur ambiguitas eft, cum Radii falices Luminarium, aut For-
tunarum fuper Locam Interficientem ceciderint, frequenter enim fer-
vantur preter [pem, alii autem, de quibus [perabamus, ut etiamin
morbis medici intereunt.  The greatcft Doubtfulnefs (fays be) is,

when the happy Rays of the Luminaries or Fortures fall up--

on the interficient Place, they often fave beyond all Hope ; but
others, of whom both we and the Phyficians in Difeafes
have a great deal of Hope, they die. Thus, you fee, hedoth
increafe the Doubt, and makes it appear more plainly, that
there is a Myftery in the thing; which, if your Rules, gene-
rally laid down, are true, cainot be; for by thefe it is the
cafict thing in the World 5 for it is but to have Recourfe to
the Lord of the Eighth Houfle, and the Bufinefs is done.
Bat, I can affure you, that you mult find out better Rules
than thofe, or elfe you will never be Malters of your Profef-
fion. : ,

For Exampie, Ifa Planet is under the Sun-
Beams, which they call Combuft, he is Weak ; but if a Planet
is in the middle of the Sun, which they call in Cozimi, then
he is fuppofed to be Strong, and the more Powerful for beip
there; as if a man fhould be burnt by being near the Firc%

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fupported, and not burnt : Precious Nonfenfe! With divers
other things that he there recites.

In the Preface to his Twenty third Book, he chargeth the
Aftrologers with Errors in their Dcdrine of Revolutions,
and in particular Stadisus, and at the fame time fets up a
Do@rine not allowable by the great Cardan, in Seg. 1. Aph.
21. Quedam propinguo modo, ut felis Revolutio 3 which ought
to he very exact if the Doctrine of Morinus is allowed; but
of that Subje@ fee Opus Reformatum, Page 43. But Morinus
hath done admirably well in his Sixteenth Book and Fiftecenth
Chapter of the Fird Se@ion. where he hath taught the true
way to take the Antifcions o 7 odlacal Parallels of the Planets,
and quite turn’d out the old toppifh way, generally taught by
all Authors almoft, except Ptolomy and Cardan; who teach
their Pupils to take the Antifcions with Latitude, and not
without it, as mo& of our later Pretenders have done, but
notorioufly falfe: And a man would think, That any ore
who was able to confider any thing, might eafily conclude,
if the Latitade of a Planet caufed {o much Variation in a Di-
recion to the Afcendent, &re. it muft do the fame in an An-
tifcion alfo. .

In the Preface to his Twenty fifth Book, concerning the
Univerfal Conftitution of the Heaveos, he fays 3 CompleHitur

It contains ( fays be) @ Dodrine large, delightful, and of
the greateft moment, concerning which the ancient Aftrolo-
tten varioufly, but Confufedly, Imperfecily, and
not knowing the Principles of this moft Noble
Science. Hence, you fee, he chargeth our ancient Auchori-
ties with Errors in all the Parts of this Study; and, if you
pleafe but to read him, he will make moft of them appear to
be fo, as he tells you they arc. And thefe things he doth not
charge upon one
Nay, inmany Place
upon Prolomy alfos
haps 1 may a little

gers have wri

s, throughout his Book, he falls very hard
but how he will make that appear; per-

further enquire before I conclade s it being
nene

only, but upon moft of them, if not all.. -
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none of my Bufinels to contend with him in this Place : And
yet after all this, he himfelf hath trumpt up fome Innovati-
ons that will pot ftand the Tett and Trial, and in many
things he is chargeable with Miftalkes (as indeed we arc all)
more of which you thall hear herealter.

Laftly, Mr. 7.G. in his Hundred Aphorifms, made, and
borrowed , tells us, in- the laft of them, That the Art of
Aprology is certainy but there are few that paéhf it who rightly
wunderftand it.  Now, if this be truc. it mait, beyond alldoubt,
proceed from hence, Not knowing the true Rules, or know-
ing too ‘many of the fallc ones 5 for a man’s Ignorance in
any Scierjce is nothing clfe but his not knowing its true and
rational Principles, and the ways to attain them: Now, if a
man, in any Art, knows them imperfectly and falfly, I chink ic
is high time for him to acknowledge his Ignorarce, and En-
quire the way to_ Truths and fuch Perfons, this Aphorifm
fays, there are ; if fo,whys that Gentleman {o angry with me
for making this Enquiry after Trath? But, if there are
no fuch Perfons, then what occation had we for that
Aphorifm? But, befides, if there arc no fuch ignorant and
fallc Pretenders, what did he formerly mean by his Rats in
Science? andof late by thofe, that, he faid, were not Catis
deep ? for if we bring thefe and the Aphorifin together, it
proves the Affirmation more forcibly ; and I wifh he is not
found to be one of the Number he endeavours to reprcve,
for the Ax is laid to the Root of the Tree. It feems there are
bt ferw that snderftand it, and how we fhall come to know the
whole Number of thofe few, orany part of them, [ can’t
tell, unlefs he will be pleafed to give us dire@ions ; for, of
all thofe that pretend to it, I know there are very few but
think they underftand it as well as Prolomy and Cardan did, al-
though divers can fcarce write their own Names. Butif we
compare his Words, onc with another, and confider them
with what is faid by Morinxs and Cardan, it will then appear
that there are now, and ever were, but very few that really,
and rightly underfian? it thatis, in its Principles, in its
Ralcs, and inits Pradice: if {0, and that this is granted (and
indeed I think it cannot be denied)then all the reft,befides thofe
few, are the Men that I would have come out of Plato’s Cave,

thake
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thake off their Traditional Ersors, and imbrace Truth. They
are the men that I have been talking to all this time 5 they
are the men that fand in need of my Advice and Direions 3
and they are the men that [ intead to gratific with my La-
bour and Pains, to guide and fteer them out of the Cave.
But now all the difficulty will be to find thems for though all
men will complain for want of Helps, and that there are very
w that underftand she Art 5 yet you will find far fewer than
they acknowlege themfelves to be the men that the Aphorifm
oints at, and they themfelves fo often talk of, and pity.
Laftly, I will conclude this Chapter with Two Aphorifins
out of Cardan 3 and the firft is a Method and Inftruéions how
¢o reform, . and the fecond is an Encouragement, with al-
furance of Succefs in what they undertake in that or any fuch

like Work, when they fet about it in earneft.  Tothe firft he

tells us,. in Seg. 1. Aph. 50. Multitudo Geniturarum nece[Jaria fuit
Experimento, illam peperit facilitas fuppweandi, unde ars, ex expes
ventiis enim multis illa conftat.  Here he thews us what Method
we ought to take in fuch a Work; weought to have abun-
dance of Nativities, and by experience to prove and fupport
the Art, becaufe it was by that firfk found and difcovered:
That is, to take divers Nativities, and compare one with an-
other, and one Dire&ion with another, and fee if the Effects
agree in Circumftance and Time, and not make Aphorifins (as
too many of late have done) from a fingle Example, and per~
haps that erroneous too 5 by which Method we are finely fitted
with Rules and Aphorifms egregloufly falfe, whenindeed they

ought to be undeniably true, and beyond allqueftion.  But, if

you will take Cardan’s Rule in this Aphoriftick Text, Work
and be diligent; for without Labour,no Experiencesand with-
out that, what is your Skill worth? And when you have dore
your Duty, reft fatisfied of Succefs. As Cardan fays himfelf,
Seg. 1. Apb. 100. Sickt amator Divitiarsm Divisias invenit, &
pené folus, _fic Veritatems Veritatis amator. As a Lover of Riches
(fays be) doth find Wealth, fo a Lover of Truth fhall find
Truth. But then he muft look for it, and he muft look forit
where it is to be found 3 and then too he muft take a right
way in feeking it5 fof no man can expeét to find Oyliers breed

on a Mountain, nor Pippins grow in'the Sea, :

Concerning an Aﬁrological Scheme of the Tweive
Houfes, &c.

His being the firll thing remarkable in the Rudiments of
this Art, I have thought it moft convenient to begin
there, and to examin the various Ways and Methods that
have been ufed and committed to Pofterity by our Authors,
and fee how thcy agrec one with another, and all of them
with Truth 3 for it is impoflible they (hould all be true, be-
caufe there can be but one true Divifion of the Heavens 3 aud
yet we have about {ix feveral ways, i.e. That of Firmicus, called
the Equal 5 That of Porphiry.; That of Alkabitizss That of Cam-
pants 3 That of Regiomontanas, called the Rational; and that
of Ptolomy. And thefe fix ways do all agree in the four
Angles, exccpt the firfl, called the Egual, and that agrees
only in the Afcendent, differing on the Cufp of the Midhea-
ven from the rcft, fometimes 20 or 30 degrees, and fome-
times 3 or 43 but the principal thing they contend for, is
the Ecliptical Place of the Eleventh, Twelfth, Second and
Thizd Houfes, with their Oppofites. And, to this purpofe,
you muft underftand, thatas the Aftronomers have divided the
Zodiacal Circle into twelve cqual parts, which they call Signs;
fo the Aftrologess have endeavoured to divide the Heavens,
Afcending and Defcending, into twelve equal parts, which
they call Houfes : And to this Day we are not agreed whe-
cher this or that Divifion s regular, and the Diftances Propor-
tional one to another; and that is my next Bufinefs to en-
quire. 1 (hall begin with the £xft, that of Firmicus, called
the Eqwal. : .
Ficlt, That called the Eqwal, is fathered upon Firmicus by
no body that I know ox have read befides Garcens s It s ca“;;d
the
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the Ejual becaufe it allows 30 degrees to each Houfe, and
the twelve Signs are equally difiributed on the twelve Houfes,
with the fame degree on cach Cufp; and Cardan himfelf hath
contended for the Truth of Attrology, in a hundred Nati-
vities, making ufeof this divifion of the Heavens only. This
divilion indeed may be allow’d near the Equator to be mode-
rately true, and yet not always there neither, but muft be
allowed two or threc degrees of difference in fome Houfes.
They begin to fet a_Figure in this way from the Afcendent,

and' from that divide their Figure both above and under the

Earth, by which means the true Midheaven is fometimes in
the middle of the Ninth, and fometimes in the middle of the
Tenth Houfe, and with Submiffion to Cardan that ufed it
moft of any man of late, I think it is not only a very foolith
way, but alfo a very falfc one, becaufe it renders the Apbets
impoffible to be chofen, fententia Ptolomei 5 for the Planet that
(hou'd be in the Twelfth, will be in this in the Eleventh; and
that which fhould be in the Firft, will be often in the Second,
and fo of fome other Houfes. Secondly, all Direcions to the
Midheaven muft be falfe, becaufe the Cufp of it often differs
15 or 20 degrees from the true Meredian Point.  And, Third-
ly, it doth not agree with the Motion obferved, and there-
fore it is a confufed Pofition, having no ground in nature;
therefore I think it needle(s to {pend any more time about a
thing o confpicuoufly falfe and erroncous, having, I fuppofe,
very few, if any, to contend for it.

Secondly, That of Porpbirius; who divides the two Ori-

ental Arks of the Ecliptick, intercepted betwixt the Point
Orient and the Meridian Circle, above and under the Earth,
into three equal parts 5 and through thofe Points of Divifion
and Poles of the Ecliptick he draws the Lines of Latitude,
commonly called the Circles of Pofition ; from whenceare pro-
duced the fix Oriental Houfes. This is one of the moft im-
probable Projections that ever was invented, it having no
fixced Bafis to rely on for its divifion, but is wholly drtificial,
without any ground; for the Lines that divide the Houfes,

are drawn from moveable Points or Poles: And all know,that |

the Poles of the Ecliptick are fuch, and therefore not to be
celied on for Truth ox Certainty; fo that we may alfo without
E 2 further
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further trouble conclude this is alfo falfe, and as uncertainas

the former, called the Eqwal.
Thirdly, That of Alesbitins, s he hath delivered it him-
{elf, in that Chapter called, De effe Circuli Accidentali, and

. learnedly handled by Valentine Naibod in his Comment o that

Treatife, page 137. Hence the Method of this Projecion is
thus; To the Time given he takes the Right Afcention of
the Midheaven in the common way, to which he adds 9o de-
greess and undex the Pole of the Region you fet your Figure
for, take the degree of the Ecliptick anfwering to that Ob-
lique Afcention, as i the ufual way 3 of this Ecliptical Point
Orlent they take the Semidiurnal and Semino&urnal Arks,
cach of which they divide into three equal parts, and then
proceed thus; To the Right Afcention of the Midheaven they

add one third of the Semidiurnal Ark, and that gives the -

Right Alcention of the Eleventh Houfe, the degree of which
you take in the Table of Right Afcention; and fo of the
Twelfth Houfe: Then, to the Right Afcention of the degree
afcending, they add one third of the SeminoGurnal Ark, and
that gives the Right Afcention of the Second Houfe, whofe de-
gree s taken, as above, in the Table of Right Afcention ; and
{> of the Third likewifc, concernin gwhich L.would give you
an Example at large, but that 1 think it is not worth while,
cither to you, or my felf; and this Way and Method hath been
faid by fome to be Ptolomy’s, but untruly, as you fhall fee here-
after.  The Falfhood of this Projection will appear divers
ways, and foon put it out of doubt, that it is wholly Fictiti-
ous and Imaginary, and hathno ground in Nature, and that
for thefe Reafons following.  Firft, All Planets pafs the Cufps
of the Houfes in the Ecliptick, and therefore the Culps taken
in the Equator, as here, muft be vaftly different fometimes,
and therefore very falfe.  Secondly, the Diftancc of the Houfes
are not Equal, cither in the Ecliptick or Equator, for in the
Latitude of 51 degrees, when 7 degrees of Virgo doth afcend,
the firlt foruple of Aries Culminates, the Semidiurnal Ark of 7
degrees of Virgois 101 degrees 6 minutes, and the thizd part
of it is 33 degrees 42 minutes: Now, by the Rule precede-
ing,there fhould be one degree and a half of Cancer on the Ele-

venth Houfe, and 3 degrees of Leoon the Twelfth: So that
between

between theTenthand EleventhHoufes there is 30 degrees and
an half, betwen the Eleventhand Twelfth Houfes 31 degrees
and an half, and between the Twelfch and Afcendent, 33 de-
grecs and an half; fo that, contrary to the Rule, when the

Semidiurnal Ark grows lefs, that of the Equator grows lar-
ger. Thirdly, and mofk to the purpofe, The Semidiurnal Ark

of the Afcendent may ferve itsown Diftance from the Twelfth,

but not the Tenth and Eleventh 3 for at the fame time the
Semidiurnal Ark of 7 of Virgo is 101 degrees 6 minutes ; the
Semidiurnal Ark of no degrees of Cancer, on the Eleventh
Houfe, is 122 degrees 30 minutes ; therefore your own Rea=
{on will tell you this Divifion is falfe, becaufe the Diftance of
the Tenth and Eleventh Houfes is but 33 degrees 42 minutes,
which ought by true Rule and Motion to be 40 degrees and
50 minutes. And befides, the Diftance of each Houfc in the
Equator isfo various, that fometimes it is but 19 degrees,and
fometimes 403 by which means there is no certainty of
the Pole of the Houfe, the Afcendent excepted; With ma-
ny other Objetions, which to fpare Pains and Paper I do

omit in this place. )
Fourthly, That of Campanus and Gazulws, two men men-

tioned together as if they had been Contemporaries, but of

about 400 Years diftance ; the firft, I fappofe invented this
Divifion, and the latter reviv'd it again, after it had been al-
moft forgot.  This way of Campaniss doth alfo divide the Hea-
vens into Twelve Parts, called Houfes, and this donz by the
Vertical Circle, and is the moft rational of all the four men-
tion’d, but yet fufficiently falfe ; for though he divides the
Vertical Circle equally, yet he divides nothing elfe equally,
neither the Equator, nor the Ecliptick, nor true Motion,
which of all is the moft certain and unqueftionable: And
therefore, in thefe two Examples following, you may {ee how
the other parts of the Heavens are to be trafted to in that Di-
vifion. For Example, Let the beginning of Capricorn be on
the Tenth, and Aries afcending in the Latitude of 51. then
you have 8 degrees of Capricorn on the Eleventh Houfe, which
fhould have béen 18 degrees, and 24 of Capricorn on the
Twelfth Houfe, which ought to be 13 degrees of Aguarys

3. It is not fufficient for thefe Houles to be equ i
in one Circle only, whether it be the Equator, gleagg(ﬁi\éﬁig‘:
the chtlca.l, or any other chofen for fuch a purpofe, but cut
of thefe Circles alfo they ought to be equally divided,by atrue
proportional Divifion 5 and this, for the more certain finding
the
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the Giver of Life, which in the other domifying Divifions
will be moft uncertain, according to the ways laid down by
Ptolomy to tind it.

"“As the Divifion of the Heavens is Natural, fo it ought
to be from the Motion aud Influcnce of the Stars, and not
the empty Spaces of Heaven or Air. Thefe Houfes therefore
have a fort of Familiarity by Rays among themfelves 5 yet
there are no real Rays without a laminous Body be prefent,
for the Houfcs have no Rays of their own hence it is vifible,
that the Houfes arc made for that End and Purpofe, the Stars
continually emitting their Influence and Rays; and not as fo
many Polnts, Marks and Circles in the Heavens and Ain
Again, the Way and Power of Operation is in the Agent it
felf : Whence it is plain, the Stars do varioufly operate, ac-
cording to their various Politions, and this produced by their
Light and Motion, and not seceived from the Houfes. And
belides, confider the various Rays, Familiarities and Afpe&s

~ ¢hat the Stars make to the Angles or any other Points and

Parts of Heaven, are really and truly the Effe@s of Motion
only 3 and the Houfes are but as fo many Diftances ina Circle,
by which that Motion is meafured and judgeds and as the
Motion of the Stars is regular and certain, fo the Houfes and
their Diftances ought to be proportional and agreeable to that
Motion that determines them, from whofe Centers the Lu-
minous Bodies do more pesfe@ly and powerfully emit their
Rays to the Angles, &c.

4. The Points of the Horizon rifing, and the Meridian,
from which Lines being drawn from onc to another, and
thofe Celeftial Manfions divided, are real Points and Parts of
Heaven, in which the Stass do rife and culminate. The
Houfes (as ’tis faid) have all their Power, and confequently
their Quality and Quantity from the Luminous Bodies
thercfore they have all thefe things from sheir Motion and Pre-
fence as well in the Angles as in the intczmediate Points :
Whence it is plain the Quantity of the Motion of the Stars,
from the Point of their Rifing to the Point Culminating, is
and ought to be divided into the Manfions of the Houfes 5
and whatfoever other Points are taken, and Lines drawn to
that purpofe between thofe Points, arc only imaginary, ?n}‘d

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without any Ground and Foundation, in the Order of Na-
ture. The proporticnal Diftances of the Stars to the Angles
ought to be taken from that Point and Part of the Houfe from
which they began their Diftance 5 hence it is a very ftrange
{ore of Philofophy to me, to fee fome, when they know the
Stars do begin their Diltance from one Point, to take the
Quantity of their Diftance and its due Dimenfion from another

Point no ways concerned ; which was only an Invention,

back'd with a generalConfent to deceive themfelves and others,

5. The firlt and primary Divifion of the Heavens, accord-
ing to Ptolomy, is into four Parts or Quarters, two above, and
¢wo under the Earth 3 and thefe are again divided into two
Denominations of Oriental and Occidental, as you may fee,
Lib. 1. Cap.10. Lib. 4. Cap. 5. Thefe four Parts of Heaven
are conflituted, detined and demonftrated by thofe two great
Circles, the Meridian and Horizon, asyou may likewife fec in
the fore-quoted quadripartite, Lib. 3. Cap. 11. and in other
Places 5 in which Place and Places you muft obferve, that the
Word Horofespe is not to be underfiood of the Exorlent Part of
the Ecliptick only, but that Line which the Stars pafs when
they firlt appear to our Sight; which Line is called Finitor
Oriensalis. This primary Divifion of the Heavens is by the
Help of the two beforementioned Circles, wholly and entire-
ly divided into twelve Houfes, and this Divifion doth not on-
ly comprehend the Zodiack, and ten degrees of each Side of
2, but the whole Hemifphere above, and alfo under the

arth,

Hence it is that we fay, A Star that hath great Latitude is
in the Afcendent, Twelfth Houfe, &c. though the Sign that
Star is in, is not neat the Cufp of that Houfe, nor is the Star

near the Zodiack by many degrees, but by its Rifing with .

large North or South Latitude it is faid to be in that Houfe,
when it is in that Space made in this Divifion by the Horary
Circles of Pofition.

Hence it is likewife, that the Horary Circles of Pofition are
rationally and demonfirably different from the Common
Circles of Pofitions and though they are both imaginary,
yet the former are far more paturally true and real than the
latter. And alfo that they depend on certain diftances be-

tween

~
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tween the Angles, which (heweth that not only the four
Quarters, which is the Divifion of the Zodiacal Circle, but

the Divition of the four Quarters alfo, doth wholly dcpend

on the two great Circles, the Meridian and Horizon.

Hence it appears alfo, that the primary Divifionof the Hea-

vens into four Quarters, according to the Do&rine of Ptolomy,
{heweth that the Horary Circles of Polition, confidered with
the Tempora Horaria, do plainly demon(rate that the Angles
arc in Square and Oppofitior-oue to another 3 and that all the
relt of the Houfes,as well one to another, as to the Angles,bear
an equal and regular Diftance, and this by a certain and deter-
minate Motion proper only to that Circle; and that the Houfcs
arc parallel each to other, and all of them to the two great
Circles beforementioned, the fuppofed Lines being drawn from
one Interfe@ion to the other, and each of them extended arn
equal to the great Circles. It is alfo plain, that the Diurnal
or Horary Circle of Time, by which the Houfes are deter-
mined and conftituted, is wholly different both in its Nature
and Ufe from the Zodiacal Circle 5 and by a Miftake in the
ufe of both, It ‘hath given occafion of (tumbling to fome,
and a real Ground for Errors (among others), fome of
which at this Day are greedily embraced for undeniable
Truths. »

Hence it appears likewife, that the Houfes are certain Spa-
ces in the Heavens, confifting of Parts-thereof, and are en-
dued both with Longitude and Latitude 5 and they are pro-
portional Diftances equally drawn according to the Principles
of Motion between one Angle and another 3 and though there
are divers Pretences to a Divifion of this nature, yet there can
be but one true.

Thefe things being allowed, that way of dividing the Zo-
diack into twelve equal parts, and the Lines thence produced,
drawn through the Poles of the Edliptick, is wholly rejected
as falfe; becaufe it doth not divide Motion, but Air: Ard
alfo it is the moft uncertain Divifion, and irregular, of all that

" have been invented , and the moft fubje@ to Mutation. It

doth 2lfo wholly reje@ that Divifion of the Ecliptick parallel
to the Equator, and the Lines drawn through the Poles of the

“World; and that for the Reafons before alledged.

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It doth alfo wholly rejeé and difown the Divifion of the
Vertical Circle, which paffeth by, and cutteth the Equator in
the Points Orient and Occident:  And though that Divition of
the Heavens is moderately proportional, and for the mot
pait conftant and certain; yet it is mot a natural Divilion,
ai.d that for thele Reafors. Firft, it doth not divide the Mc-
tion and Intlux of the Stars, but the parts of the Air only,
Secondly, it doth not determine the proportional Dittances of
the Houfes from the & guo & ad quem of the Stars Motion, but
from the Points ot their Parallcls, which indeed are ncither
natural nor real, ad, to fay the Truth, nothing at all but Ima-
gination 3 by which means they firft lay an imaginary Foun-
dation, and then build an imaginary Structure thereon.
Thirdly, Lei there be two Stars or more in Conjun&ion, ex-
a@ly in the Point Rifing, and at fome diltance from the F qua-
tor 3 then their oppofite Point muft be in their exaG&degree
of Setting : 1f fo, then why fhould their intexmediate pro-
portional Diftances between the Angles be made by thofe Pa-
rallels in whizh they do not cither Rife or Set; and is itnota
very idle thing to take the Diftances of Motion from other
Paxts and Points than thofe of their Inception and Defiticn,
which ace really the true & guo & ad quem of thelr rapt Motion
in our Sight and Hemifphere? Thescfore the Diftances of
Motion ought to be taken from thofe Points, from whence the
tars begin to move, and to increafe their Difiances by Mo-

tion. .
This doth alfo reje@ that Divifion of Aleabitius, as falfe
and erroncous, becaufe he grofly errs in taking the Semidiur-
nal Atk of the Point Rifing, and makes that ferve for the three
Oriental Houfes above the Earth, by dividing it info three
exaé parts: For it is very well known, that the Semidiuinal
Ark of the beginning of Cancer, is far greater than the End cf
Aries 5 and therefore when Cancer Alcends, by that Divi-
§ion, the three Houfes. above the Horofcope will have Arks
above their Proportion and Right; and the three Houfes below
the Afcendent will have Asks lefs than their due ;5 and (o of
the other fix Houfes by the fame Rule :. Which you will find
to be wholly irregnlarand falfe.

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1t alflo rejeéts that of Regiomontanss, called the Rationals.
which divides the Equator into twelve equal Parts, and that.
for the very.fame Realons above alledged againtt the Divition.
of the Vertical Gircle. For though they do not err on the
fame Bottom and Principle, yet they err cqually in the Con-
fequence and thing they aim at; which is a true and equal Di-
vition of .the Heavens. Many things more might be faid in
the matter, but I think thefe are fufhcient.

6. The Divifion of the Heavens, and the true parting of the Houfes
by the Pen of Nature; do each of them confift of two Tempo-
ral Hours, either of the Place or Star: That isy by a proportional
Divifion of she Motions of the Moveable Arks from one Angle to an-
other 5 for it is moft cersainycvery thing that moves, meafures its own
Diftance by Motion, and that Motion by Time, o you bave in
effelt beard above.

This Divifion of the Heavens is natural, and frecly offers it felf
to the Principles of Réafon for Authority and Proof; for ac-

cording to this Meafure and Motion, the Houfes are all equal, .

and a Star or Confiellation hath an equal tarriance in time in
its Paffage in and through every Houle, which they have not
by any other Divifion but by. this of two temporal Hours.
For the Stars do difpence their Influence to us by a conftant
and fucceflive Motion. both in their Alcention and Defcention,
in all Hemifpheres; and if they'do continue longer in one
Houfe than in another, the Effe@s, as well as the way of judg-
ing thereof, muft be both falfe and irregular, and it cannot be
denied but that fuch a Divifion is falfe;and the reafon is,becaufe
thof¢ Manfions, Portions, or Houfes of Heaven, are unequal.
Again, a Star, according, t0 this Divifion, being in the
Center of the Eleventh Houfe,doth behold the Afcendent by.a
Sextile; in the Tenth by a Square, and in the Ninth by

a Trine, according to the Dogtrine of Prolomy, Lib.3. Cap. 11,

de Loco Prorogatores which is not (rewvera) to be found in any

other Divifion whatfoever; which proves this Diftribution . -
to be truly natural, and:alfo agreeable to the Rules and:

Precepts of Ptolomy. And the Reafon is plain, becaufe a Star
found or placed inthe Center of the Eleventh Houfe,is exactly
one third of the Diurnal Ark diftant from the Afcendent; in the

Tenth half the fame Ark diftant; and in the Ninth.two
' thirds
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thirds of the fame Ark exaély from the Horofcope, which ro
other Divilion, till this time difcovered, is able to perform,
belides this of two temporal Hours to a Houfe, which I have
elfwhere thewed moreat large.

But perhaps it may be obje&ed, That though two tempo-
ral Hours are ufed as is here laid down, yet the Houlfes are not
equal, “becaufe out of the Equator thofe above the Earth
toward the North are greater than thofe under the Earth; to
the South, thecontrary: And therefore this Divifion cannct
be Regular and Equal.  To his it may be anfwered That an
Equality among the Houles is only required in the fame Hemi-
fphere, the World being divided into four Quarters, or at
leafiwife into two Hemifpheres, onc above, and the other be-
neath; yet the Hemifphere below differs nothing in Quality
and Figure from that above; nor can they differ one from
another in any thing but Quantity ;5 therefore althougha Star
fhould perform its Diurnal Ark by a leffer Circle than his No-
&urnal, or the contrary; yet ftill that Star -paffeth through
the four quarters of the two Hemifpheres, nor doth the {mal-
nefs of his Ark in any of them abate of his Power and Effect,
his Diftance confidered. As we do expérience in the Moon,
who paffech more {wiftly through the Zodiack, and in a far
lefs Orb than any.of the reft, and yet we fce the doth not lefs
affe@ the Times and Seafons than they do. From whence it
is plain, that the Stars do not lefs produce their Effects in the
fmaller Quarters by a {wift Motion, than in the greater by a
flow. Therefore this is no rational Obje&ion to the Divifion
of the Heavens by Temporal Hours, {ceing they are really and
truly proportional parts in all quarters of Heaven, and are all
equal one to another, as well in Influx as Motion, notwith-
ftanding the Hemifpheres are different in their Meafure. And
befides, this Foundation being laid, the Prorogator muft re-
main immoveable in Mandos that is, in the horary Circle of
Pofition: Which is confufedly jumbled hither and thither by
the increafe and decreafe of the Ark in the common way, ac-
cording to their Motion and Method of Disections. For who-
foever pretends tothe Art of Direions, and doth not under-

frand the horary Circles of Pofition, I am fure he doth not
know the Motion by which all Dire@ions are mades for

tude are only made ufe of to fervea turn when nothing elle
will do: Let the Pitcher have two Handles, and either of them
will fexve to hold it by on any occafion. Mauft I be bound to
belicve, becaufe the Sunand Moon may be dire&ed to a Star,
with and without Latitude, That the Afcendent alfo by the
fame Rule muft be dire&ted fo too? No, no; the Sunis di-
rected to a Planet without Latitude, in Zodiaco, with Latitude
in Mundo 5 and fo the Moon: But the Angles in Mundo only 3
and this fhall immediately more plainly appear.

A Star is faid to pafs or touch the Horizon by Dire&ion or
any other Motion, whenit begins perfedly to leave the Sub-
terranean Hemifphere, and begins to appear inours ; for the
Horizon is fuch a Line as the Meridian, and both but imagi-
nary in reference to a real Line: Yet we are fure there arc two
fuch Points as the Meridian and Horizon ; ard thiswe are de-
monftrably convinced of everyMorning that we fee theSun rifes
for 1o fooner the upper part of his Body toucheth the Hori-
zon,but immediately we may fee it begin to rife:And every day
that the Sun rifeth and fets,we are fure there isa middle Point

But how they will prove the Quadrate of that Star
falls in the Ecliptick without Latitude, or in the Intexfection
of the Ecliptick and Orbit, as they affirm, unlefs the Star is
in the Extreme Limit of his Inclination , 1 cannot fee nor
imagines but more of that hereafter.

in one to another: And this will appear plain and eafie to bc un-
derflood, by fuppofing three or four Plancts in the fame degree.

But befides, this is no real Circle, nor is it defcribed from
the Motion or the Light of the Stars : 1f they fay thisCircle
is defcribed from the Points of the Quadrar and Oppifite Ryys,
that will confound the thing; becaule they have faid already,
The Squares are deferibed from the Circle, therefore they can-
not be the Caufe of this Circle, becaufe then they would-be
both Caufe and Efic@&: On the other Hand, the Circle would
be both Caufe and Effe@,if that ihould be deferibed from thefe
Points, and the Points thouid be defciibed from the Circle 5
which is a little abturd, for nothing can be both Caufe and
Eifect in the fame thing, and at the fame time; whence
Blanchinus’s new-invented Circle is falfe, and Argol mightily
overfeen to teach it to his Followers.

But betides, it is a vain idle thing, if confidered inits Ufe
they put it to, and the Power they give it; for firlt, they con-
fine the Power and nflux of the Alpe&s to this Line only,and
that out of that Line to have no Force to a& or affe@ any Body
orStar: By which means they overthrow the rational Ground
of the Effe@s of Dire&ions ; for, by this Rule of theirs, the
Power of the Afpzts being confined to this Line, many Di-
rcttions will be by that Method of no effe@®. I'll give an
Example in one, by which you may guefs at the reft: In
the former Diagram, page 57. let us fuppofe Venur to be

Argol makes them do every thing, and direés all the five Pro-
rogators to them ; allowing them to give Preferment, Maz-
riage, Death, ¢&c. But fome of our Englfh Writers do make
little account of them, and fay, They are of little Force and
Virtue either in their Pofitions or Diretions ; and yct in the
Conclufion, neither one fort nor the other undexftand them,
either what they are,or how to take them;and therefore to one

{ort of People they fexve, when perhaps nothing elle can be

" found 5 and the other fort, on a more firi& Enquiry, finding.

little effe& in their DireGions, have wholly and totally reje&-
ed them:

As to the Common and Ufual Way, taught by all Au-
thors, how to find and talte them, it isxeally falfe, and there
is no fuch thing in Nature as they talk of, unlefs in the Sun

and Planets not having Latitude ; for in taking their Parallels.

orAntifcions, the common way holds good and true; But when
the Planets have Latitude, the true Antifcion fhall difter from
that commorly taken 6, 8, 10, 15, and {ometimes, 30 de-
grees, efpecially. if near the Tropicks : By which you may

eafily judge, it is no Wonder if thole commonly taken have no-

¢ffe@ when the Prorogators meet them by Direétion; and
thercfore it will be convenient to tell you what they are, and
what Ground and Reafon there is for their Ule, eitherin Po-

fitions and Figures in general, or in Dircions in Nativities.

The Ground therefore of Antifcions is laid down by Prolo-
my, in a very few.

They have brought this Deétrine of the Alfrydaries into
fuch a fort of Mcthod as Ptolomy defcribes in his lalt Chapter
cf his Fourth Book, called, De Tempor. Diwificne.  But they
differ from him both in the Number of Years they atiribute
to every Planet, and in the Ufe of them, as to Judzment in
and on Nativities: For, in my Opinion, it will make Allro-
logy and its Rules very doubttul in the Ufe of thefe Alfryda-
ries, unlefs they can fix a killing Power on {fome one or two
of the Planets; which they have not done yet: Ouly, as
they haveall, in general Terms, condemncd Sarurn and Mars
for Murderers; whichif, by that Authority, weallow them

the fame Power here, no man can liveto 55 Years of Age,

becaufe he mult pafs their Alfrydaries before that Time.

1 therefore delire him, or any of
his Partakers, That they would thew us how, and in what
Nativitics chefe and {uch like Shams and Foolerics have bean
the Caufe of Death?  And if they do not, T mult take it for
granted, That they only make ufe of the thing fora ~ham,
and know nothing of the Matter: And if they produce
any Nativities for Examples, 1dointreat them to give us the
true cliimate Time thereof.

CHAP X

Of Tranfits and E;‘lip[es, in reference to Life
' and Death.

I Know by my Converfation amorg intelligent men in this
L.arning, That Tranfitsare,and have becn cfteemed dan-
gerous, and enducd with a Power to Kill; and that many
men will rely on the Power of an ill Tranfit ox two, to judge
this or that man did cxpire by, and that there were no other
Caufes for Death but only that Tranfit that they (hall alledge
and think fit. But I confefs they feldom m:ke ufe of this
thing but in Nativities, where the Perfons are dead; and they
can find no Dire&ion fit 0 be affigned fox it, and thercforf i?x
uc
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fuch Cales they have Recourfe to Tranfits 5 nor did T cver
know any of that Opinion durft venture to predict a man’s
Death by a Tranlits nay, though there were half a dozen
bad Tranfits together, they do not dare rely on them, and fay,
They witl kill 5~ but that they have killed, that | have often
heard them fay, when the Work was over, and Death had ta-
ken Poffctlion.  Now, if this fhould be true, itis vesy firange
that fome ingenious man or other had not in all this Time
licked this Dockrine into Shape and Form, {uthcient to have
affitted the Artifl in his Judgment on Deaths for it is certain,
if they do ever kill, itis pcilible to forcfec when they will,
and when they will not, by a continuzl Obfervation thercof,
and onc or two Experiments of this kind would mightily clear
the Doubt, and convinze its Adverfarics, and prove the Point
in Difpute agaiuft all Arpuments whatfoever 3 but to this
Time all Volumes are filent in the Matter, and their Authers,
and the Artilts thamfclves are mute and defiitute of Experi-
ments of that kind, i e uf Death fairly predicted betore -hand
by a Traniit or Trantits, and nothing clfe.

The Truch is, if we will buz give car fclves leave £ con-
fider, How many violent and dangerous Traniits a man pals
eth in Forty or fitty Ycars, and not kill him, it would fac
futhicient of it felf to confront this Do@rine, and convinceits:
Favouites, that there is nothing of Truth in the thing, and
wholly take off their Opinion of its Power. And to ‘t'ms
End and Purpofe, I will mention Two or three kxampes s
and the firlt is of Charles 11, who, fome of them {5y, dyed
by the Force of twoor three Trantits, and nothing cife, i o

If this {hould be true, why did hc not dye in S;p:m?b.'r,
1656. when the Sun, Satnrn and Mars ware all in Conjune
Gion upn his Horofcope, and in Square to the Moa, and to
the Sun's Radical Place 2 Cr in December 1660, when Saturn
was in Oppolition to the Moa’s Radical Place, the Sum and
Hars in Sagitary, in Oppofition to the Sz’s Radical Place, and
both in Square to the Afcendent.  Or in November 167%.

Thefe and twenty more fuch times he paffed that
were worle Tranfits than thofe they fay he dyed upon: But
to put all out of doubt, 1 can affure them, That he had fe-
ven Dire&ions, and from them feven his Death was predi&-
ed fome Years before he dved. The {econd Example is his
Brother, who, | have heard them {2y, had the Misfortune to
lofe three Kingdomns by an Eclipfe cf the Sun, on the Sun’s
radical Place, and nothing €!f: to 2(fititc.  Now, if you will
but look baci to the 14th of Odiuber 1650, he had an Eclipfe
of the Swn exiélyinalmoft 2 degrees of Scorpio on his Radi-
cil Place, and yet no Mifchief to him then, as I remember,
but what his Brothers and Sitiers wereall liable to. In the
Year 1660, April the 15th, therc was a great Eclipfe of the
DMoon on his Radical Sun’s place, within 4 degrees, and yet
no Hurt to him, notwithGanding Saturn was there alfo.  But
abwove all, thatof Odtober 14th 1669. the Sunsthen was eclipfed
on his Radical Place, and that upon the very Node too s
which (hews it mutt bea great and Central Eclipfe, and yetvo
Injury to him ac that Time neither, though Sxurn was then
in Gppolition to-his Afcendent.

By this you may {ce that Tranfits and Eclipfes do little or
nothing in order to Death, cr any great mutation in a man’s
Life, without fome very confiderable Directions; and then
too they do only affilt by their Motion to give, or rather
thew, the Time when a Dircétion begius to operate,  But
this I lay down as a politive Rule, Taat they never kill per fe.

Under this Rule 1 might allo bring Great Conjunéiions, Re-
wvolutions, Profections, Climatierical Years, &c. all which are
made ufe of to the (ame End and Purpole as the former are,
when there are no Directions to be ailigned for Death 5 and of
cach of thefe a Word or two.

mains yet undetermined, is to know beforehand which of ail the

Likewife the prefent French King’s was printed by Morinus, in
which he made 15 degrees of Scorpio to afcend. Gadpury afics
him prints it, and makes 22 of Scorpio afcending : Another after
him, relying upon his Authority, printed it again, and revived
Gadbury's Error, about 20 years afterward 5 and {o they err one
after another. Nay, fince this, Adriano, the Mathematician at
Paris, fays he was born about 8 hours before the time Morinss
gives : The one fays at Four in the Morning, and the other at
£leven and a quarter near Noon. But fos this fee my Opus Refor-

Truth; no, nor tothe old Rules laid down by Prolomy, which
have been owned by all the great men that ever yet lived, well-
withers or Profeffors of this Art 3 and having fatisfied my fclf
that they are not truein themfelves, nor do they agres onc with
another, I think it my Duty to give the World my Opinion in
the matter, and leave itto the Judgment of thofe that are better
Read, and Mafters of more Experience than my felf in things of
this nature; affuring my fclf, there will be a time when this
DoGrine 1 lay down will be embraced and believed which at
prefent I do defpair of, becaufe thofe that have for a long time

And this 1take to be the moft rational of the two
Correttions | mentioned; and 1 am {ure more likely to be true
than Morinus’s is.

The next we meet with is the Nativity of Albers Duke of Frid-
Jond Walftein, the Emperor’s General, that fought againft Guffa-
k&2
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ous Adolphws when he was flain.  This man was murdered by
the Command of his Mafter Ferdinand the Second, Emperor.
(Fulfss Imperasoris trucidatus, (ays Morine) on the 25th of Febru-
ary 1634. being then Fifty Yearg and Five Months old: and for
this, Morinus fays, he had the Midheaven d.xrc&ed to the Square
of Mars Percgrine, and in his Detriment in the Eighth Houle 5
and yet both the Sun and Mn in Aphetical Places, the onc in
the Seventh, and the other on the Cufp of the Eleventh.  From
whence you may obferve, That M rinxs takes no nctice of the
Hil-g. but makes his Rule pofitive above all; as appears by thefe
Thre. Examples: ‘That the Midheaveo to the Square of cither
of the Infortanes, in the Eighth, certainly kills cither a King or
a General, that happens to have fuch a Pofition. The Figure
follows, fet to his Timz, but my Divifion of the Heavens, and
the Planets Places from the Rudolphine, as Morine {ays.
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Whatever Morinis may think of the matter, I do pofitively
affirm, That the Sun in this Figure is certainly, and wichoutall
doubt Giver of Life 5 and therefore the Caufe of Death muft be
fought from  his dire¢tional Motion , and not from the Tentb
Houfe, the Moon, the Afcendent, nor the Part of Fortune. And
to make his Reader the more a Convert to his Rule and Method,
and to confirm the Truth of his Scheme, he tells us, This Na-
tive was ele@ed fupreme General, or Generaliffimo, of the Em-
peror’s Army in the Ycar 1631. And for this Preferment, he
fays, the Swn was at that time dircéted to the Midheavens; a
thing rather fit to be laughed at than believed : Becaufe there is
no fuch Dire@ion; and whofoever doth imagine that the Sun
or Mo can_ be direCked to the Culps of the Houles (otherwife
than Convers) I am certain he doth not underftand the nature
of Dircétional motion.

Now to (iew you, how luckily a fallc Rule happened to fuit
to Morinas's invention, ina Figure that fcems very probable to
be true, and {o contirmed him and bis Profelitcs in their mif-
guided Opinions concerning the dnareta, being wholly ignorant
not only of the tiuc Method in Dircction, bur alio of thofe un-
deni:ble Rules laid down for our Direction andGuide in that part
of this Science; 1 will makeit appear that he did dye by Dire-
ions to the Giver of Life, and this by his own Figure, altering
it but one minuce in Times that is, 15 minutes in the O. 4.
of the Afcendent, and not only prove his Death, butalfo give
you Directions for his being chofen General, far more likely than
that of Morinus; and the Oblique Afcention of the Alcendent,
that I work by, is 344 degrees 7 minutes, and the Pole of the
Sun about 45 5 the diffance of the Sun from the Seventh Houfe
is 16 degrees 12 minutes; the diftance of Murs from the Se-
venth Houfe is 28 degrees 16 minutes.  Hence you have the Swn
to the Mundane Parallel of Mars D.D. Ark 46 degr. 55 min.
which gives in Time 50 Years and § Months ; and followed by
the Sun to the Square of Saturn in the Zodiack, thus,

Now what need we fly to impraticible Shams, when Truth
is {o near at hand ? And what need is there to imagine a finple
Dire&ion, that is both Improbable and impoflibie to pive what
he pretends, when we have no lefs than thrce that are beyond
all doubt, agreeing with his Death, s time, and Pi,zl.;rny’s
Rule, which is this, fir com Juriter afpicit Morom aflilum,
ersnt neces infigniores ex judiciss, awt ira Ducm ant Itegum 3 Qus-
dri Lib. 4. Cap. 10 know fhe next Quetiion you u‘k we is,
How Fupiter beholds Alrs afilicted, to mike this Rule geod ?
Why, troly, you mult take P_ams, and fearch it cu: b.y Labour,
for itis plain enougn. And belides, Lamnow d:rcf}mg of Ei-
rors, not writinga Theory 3 .b\.lt you may §epe::d onit, the Rule
really takes place in this Nativity, as to his D:zath, which was
Murder. .

And give me leave to add one word, to excud the Emperor
about his Murder, which perhaps may ftick with {ome Readers,
"This Native, after he had beat the Swedvs, and kill’d their King,
grew fo horridly infolent, he-was above all Law and Govem-
ment, neither the Emperor nor the Princes of the Empire knew
now to deal with him: They tMus. He would fend for any Man,
who he defired, or take them by Violence in the Streets, and
bring thum to his Hou(p, and command hxs'Servams to hang
them immediately in his Oschard.  And when he ‘h?.d ferved
tmany fo, he glosied init (o much, that heaskt his Fricnds that
came to fee him, Togointo his Garden, and fec what Fruit his
Trees bore.  And for this, and fuch like Crimes, he being (oo
big for the Law, the Empesor commanded him 0 be kil’d 5
which was in his Chamber the day before mentioned.  And
though 1 have fhewed you how thefe Direéions b‘cm‘-r ag{(‘e.tl}an
that of Morine’s, yet 1 donot warrant it to be his true Nativity,

but do fay it feems very probable.

The next is the Nativity of Francis de Bonne, Duke and Mir-
thal of Frances wholived to 83 Years of Age, and dyed Scpiemb-.
28. 1626. on the Direétion of .the Mion tohes own Square mImc

Ecliptick.. The Figuse followeth.. This -
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part of Heaven; but it is next to impoffible he fhould efcape

The next we meet with is that of MAR7T Queen of
POLAND; fhe was a French woman, and was married to
Viadiflaus King of Poland, the sth of November 1645. and
he dying foon after, his Brother Cafimire was chofen King,
and afterward married his Widow, May the Thirtieth 1649,
So that the was twice married, and this to Two Kings ,
in the fpace of Four Years. And the Nativity he gives us
for this Queen’s true one, is as followeth, fct to his Time,
but by my Table of Houfes, and the Planets places from:
the Rudolphine Tables, as he fays. Eftimate Time 3 minutes patt
8 mane.

This Learned Gentleman certainly never gave himfclf time
1o contider, or clfe he never rcad Prolomy with any Care or Cre-
dit; for thisis one of the idlei Reafcns that ever was given,
Firlt he tells us, That which is not true, i.e. that the Moon is
Aphetas which by his good favour (he is not, for all her be-
ing in the Tenth.  And Sccondly, he tellsus a thirg nota gree-
able to Rule; for he fays, He djcd on the M to her own
Square: Which cannot poflibly be, becaufe Fupiter beholds the
Place of Dire@ion with his Trinc; and to affert this is divectly -
againft Prolomy’s Rule, and my own Experience 5 and befides, if
the Mson were Hileg, and dire&ed to her ownSquare, ¢s in this
Example, it could not kill.  But to be plain with you. 1 doubt \
the Truth of the Figure, as to time, ai.d my reafon is thiss
Let which of the two Luminaries you pleale be Aphera, [{ceno
reafon why he fhould not dye onthe Dircions of cither to the

Body of Murs, and Oppofition of Saturs, and this in a violent

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I have printed this Scheme, becaufe it isa remarkable Nati-
vity, and he hath given the eftimate time of it alfo, and will
zeally admit of a Trial of Skill 3 in the management of which
I will be very juft and fair, and do both the Art and this
Learned Author Right: And the Accidents he gives are thefe
following,

Aged 15 yearsand 2 months, Ofiob. 12th 1626. fhe fell into
a delperate Difcafe, and was near Death; the Afcendent then to
the Square of the Moon with Latituce.

Aged 18 years, Aano 1620. fhe was courted by the Duke of
Orleans ; but the Marriage was prevented by Cardinal Richelien,
and the Queen Mother, Mary de Medicis 3 Afcendent then to the

Sextile of Fupiter.

Aged 54 yesxs and 2 months,fhe married Uladiflaus the Fourth.

King of Poland, the Midhcaven then to the Body of Venss.

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Aged 37 yearsand 9 months, May3oth, 1649. fhe was then
marticd to Cafimir, the next King of Poland: She had then
Mercury and Fupiter in Conjunion, dire&ed to the Body of
Murs, Lord of the Seventh, as he fays.  And thefe Four Acci-
dents are my further Buiinefs to examing.

Morinus hath taken the Square of the Moon in Libra , with
4 Degrees of North [atitude, and for what rcafon I cannot tell
for the Moo hath vot full out 2 Degrees Soath , where fhe
is in Capricorn 3 but let his Reafon be what it will for fo doing,
he perte&ly overthrows their old imaginary Rule, that the
Sqaire always falls in the Zodiack, by this Example of his. It
is plain that every Afpe& oweth its being to the Body ‘it pro-
cecds from 3 and thercfore if you will allow the Afpeét Lati-
tude, you can allow it no more than the Body hath it is produ-
ced by : if you do allow it more ot lefs than that Body huth,
you muke the Afpect Challenge a Latitude proper to it felf,
which to this day was totally uaknown to all Pretenders.  But
perhaps you will fay, The thing feems very rational becaufe
he allows the Square what Latitude .the Mooa hath in that
when fhe comes thither, where it falleth in the Eclip-
tick. Tltis true, he doth fos but what is that to the true Mo-
tion? And how will he demonfirate that the Ao is in exadk
Square to the Afcendent, more by taking of 4 Degrees, than if
he had taken but 2 Degrees, or nonc at all in that Dircclion 5
for the meaning of the Direction is, That the Moon is in
exa@ Squre to that Angle, when that Dire@ion is finithed,

" which he nor no man can provc by that method of dirc&ing 3

for the Afcendent comes to the Square of the Moon, when the
Fourth Houfecomes to her Body 3 and 1 know no other Square,
nor he ncither, but what is Imaginary : And if fo, Pray what
do the 4 Degrees of Latitude in Libra fignify 2 Bur why Four
Degrees to be taken, contrary to the Rule of the Square falling
in the Edliptick, and exceeding the Moons Latitude where fhe
is two Degrees 2 Why truly for no other reafon, but to help
out at a dead lift 5 for he could by no means make the Mid-
heaven to the Body of Venus for her Murriaze, and the Afcondent
to the Square of the Moon, for her Sickuefs, agrec 5 for the
Afcendent to the Square of the Moon in the Ecliptick , would

have had 17 Degrees, 49 Minutes Ark, and that would not do,
' T2 for
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for his Atk was to be but 14 Degrecs 56 Minutes 5 and by ta-
king the $quare of the Men with 4 Degrees of Latitude, hit
the thing toa hair: And thatis the truch of the whole mat-
ter; and by this Cafe ot Needthity came this curicus Naticn in-
to practice; end, to f.y the tiuth, I find it ro where vfed
throughout bis whole Treatife, butin this particular Cafe: And
when it is fully cx:nined, 1 think really no body can be-
licve it

As to the Sccond Accident, which he atiributes to the Afcen-
dert to the Sextileof Fupiters it1fhould allow him that, 1do
not think it will de him sny Saviccatall; for the Sextileof
Fupster cannct give fuch a Cowrtfhip, and fuch great Enemies to
prevent its Efle@ at the fametimes there muft be feme mali-
cious Bezms to raife thofe Adverlaries, asyou may fee hereafter:
But, in thert, that Dir@ion came up at Six or Seven years
of Age.

The Third Accident and Dirc@ion no man can deny, could
he make the Square of the Moon to the Afcendent fairly agree
with it, to give her Sicknefs at 15 years of Age; which, you
fee, he cculd not do, but was conftrained to make a Rule on
purpofe, contrary to true Mction, and his own Pradtice before :
And for that Reafon I have juftly made thefe Objetions to his
Opcrations in this Nativity, which, he fays, is moit exaclly
reétificd.

The Fourth Accident, which was her Second Marriage, at
the Apeof 37 years and 9 months, he fays, was caufed by the
Dircétien o Fupiter and Mercury, in Conjunétion to the Body
of Murs; which certainly can never be allowed ncr believed by
any man but him that can believe any thing. And the better to
entorce and fortific his Do&rine, he tells us, That Fupiter, Lord
of the Seventh, with Aercary Lord of the Afcendent, are di-
1céed to Mars, Lord of the Scventh 5 fo that he hath two Lords
of the Seventh to efect the butinefs : And had the Direction been
in the Seventh, by this Rule and Opinion of Fis it would cer-
tainly have been more forcible.  But fuppofe this were all true,
Why thould Fupiter, &c. being directed to Mars, be more likely
1o give Marriage at 38 than the Sz tothe Body of Mars at about
22 yearsof Age, cven inthe Heatand Fury of Youth , at which
Age Women are generally more bent to Marriage than at 365

and
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ani yet at both Ages, under proper Direcions, we find fuch
Examples frequent enough ? Nay! he tells us, That his Friend
Monfieur Goulas, from this only Direction, predicted this Queen
a Sccond Marriage, while her Firlt Husband was living. It he
did, it was a bold Venture, attended with a good Fate more
than the Dire@ion he givess nor indeed is there any thing in
it worthy of our imitation or credit, though it did his bufinc(s
as well as if it had been tiue, for it got him the Queen’s good
Opinion and Favour. .But it would have been no fmall Service
to us, had either of them told us by what Rule the Firlt Huf-
band fhould dye fo forns whizh would be of more ufe than this
new Project: For Fupiter, Lord of the Seventh, is lirong,
and fo is Mars, and both Lords of the Seventh, as he fays. And
fo I come tocorrect the Figure, and give my Reafons and Dire-
&ions for thefe Four Accidents. ,

The cfiimate time is 3 minutes after 8 mané 5 and the Figure,
by my Corrcétion, is 58 minutes afrer 7, and is but 5 mi-
nutes differing from the time given; the Right Afcention of
the Midheaven is 87 degrees 2.4 minutes 5 and the Dircctions are
thele following.

1f Tunderftand the buline(s, thele Dire@ions arc far more agree-
able, and more natural too, than thofe given by Murinus 5 and be-
fides, 1 am nearcr tothe eftimate time than he is, which feems to

be given very exadt, even to 3 minutes ; as you may fee. -
he.
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The Afcendent to the Square of the Moon, for her Sicknels,
is no ways ftrained,but a truc and a fair DireCtion 5 and yet M-
rintes himfelt never knew what made it fo violent, as to be like to
Kill her; for in his own Natlvity it gave nothing at all 5 nor
doth he rake noticeof it.  Nor did he ever know what faved her
Life under thole two Direétiens of the Muon and Satsrn 5 for in
that of Zaga-Chrifti he makes the fingle Square of the Moon kill
him, and yet here it gave a difeafe, and did not kill: And in
my opinion it weuld have been worth your knowing, had he
been fo free as to have told us the reafon of thefe things 5 for
every Atirolager, that is Matker of his Profcilion, doth or ought
to know this Myttery.

The Sun ad paral. Mars in Zodiaco, and at the heclsof i3 the
AMoon to the Oppofition of Venus looks like a Courtlhip, but to
her injury and difcontent, as wc may {uppofes becaule two fuch
great People as the Quren-Mothex and the Cardinal, undertook
to break the bufinefs, and prevent the Marriage.  Pray confider
whether thefe are not much more likely than the Afcendent to the
Sextile of Fupiter. '

The Moon to the Parallels of Fapiter and Mercmry, and the Sun
to the Body of Fenus, moty conver. are Directions probable to
give Marriage, as well as that Direction of the Body of Fenus to
the Midheaven 3 and thaugh that doth not touch in this of mine,
yet it is juft at the door, and doth certalnly influence the
matter.

But the Caufe of her Sccond Marriage is the great and only
thing in difpute, as you have heard 3 for which, I fay, fhe had
the Moon to the Zodiacal Parallel of Vemus, and at the fame time
ander the Influence of the Midheaven to the Body of Venus,
that began it effects in 1647, Eut perhaps you will fay, That
the Dire@ion of the Moo to the Parallel of Venss, in the Zo-
diack, comes up at 38 years and 4 months, and the was married
at 37 years and 9 months 3 and therefore this is not to the pur-

oot To this 1 anfwer, 1 have followed Origanus for the Lati-
tudc of the Mosm, as having no other for that year; and, you
know, he is none of the exacteit in thofe Calculations. There-

fore if the Moon’s Latitude be allowed to be 12 minutes too much,

(and I am certain it is greater tha it ought to be) the Direction

will touch exaétly at the time fhe Marricd 5 and the former of
the
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the Body of Penns gave the beginning of that Second Courtfhip,
But befides, thofe Zodiacal Parallels are generally in Opcration
before they perfedly touch, and the nearer the Tropicks, thelon-
ger : So that it is poffible onc of thefe Direions falling ncar the
Tropicks may be in operation 10 years 5 nay, I may fay 203
tho' there are many,l know,that will think itis very improbable,
and fo let them and welcome. Thus T have endeavoured to fhew
you, That this Nativity was tobe proved by the fame Accidents,
and yet by other Direions than thofe given by this Learned Au-
thor, and this by keeping clofer to the cftimate time thn he did.
But perhaps you may fay, You do not underltand fome of thele
Dite@ions, and therefore you have nothing but my word for it,
Why, really, 1think, you.rmay as well take my word for thefe,
as take Moring's word for hiss for 1 am certain, there is nota
Reader in the world can imagine why the Squire of the Moon
fhould be taken with 4 degrees of Latitude in the Afcendent,
whea her Body hath ‘not two, as you have already heard.

The next Nativity we meet with is that of Lewis X1V, King
of France, whom, he fays, was born Scptember the sth, at 15
minutes palt 11 before noon S. V. 1638. in the Latitudeof 49 5
but he corre@s it to 4 minutes fooner, which we fhall immedi-
ately confider, with the reafons of it. .

Morinus {ays, he had a Fever, with an Eryfipelas in his Face at
5 ycars and 7 months old 5 and the Smull Pox at g years and 2.
months old, with danger to his Life 3 and all this from the Square
of the Mun, well managed. ’

The titft of thefe Diforders, he fays, was caufled by the Dire-
&ion of Fupiter to the Square of the Moo without Latitade 5
which by his Pole of Pofition gives an Ark of 4.degrees 55 mi-
nutes 5 and, by Naibod’s meafure, is t00 fhort ‘by 35 minutes 3
but that I will pafs by and excufe : -Bat if you direct Fupiter un-
der the truc Pole of Pofition, the Ark will not be full 4 degrees;
which I cannot allow, by my meafure and method in Diretion,
to hit the time of that Difcafe. -But why mult Fupiter be a fig-
niicator in this Gafe? Heis Lord of the Fourth and Second,
and, in my opinicn, that gives himno Powesr.  Marsis indeed
Lord of the Afcendent, and had he directed him, there might

have been fome Pretence fox its but Fupirer hath none, for he
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makes but 10 degrees of Sagitary on the Second Heule, and 5 of
them 10 muft be allowed to the Second 5 fo that he can have but
5 in the Afcendent; and how thofe 5 can entitle him to be
Lord of the Afcendent, I cannot imagine; and it is that T fup-
pofe he builds upon: He might as well have dirc&ed S.iurn to
the Oppofition of the Aoom, and with the fame Authcrity.
The Second Difeafe, which was the Small Pox, hefays, was
from Fupiter. dircéted to the Square of the Moom, with Liti-
tude, and the A cendent convers to the Square of the Moo, with
Latitule likewite. Thefe are choice Noticons, if we can but un-
dertiand and believe them.  Firll, you mutt know, though the
Moon hath but 2 degrees 36 minutes South at Birth, he makes
her Square to have 4 degrces 17 minutes South, or e'fe the Trick
will not do neither to Faupiter nor the Alcendent s no, nor with
it neither, without the help of his ncw Table, paz. 550. The
main Quattion is (as 1 have obferved before in the Queen of
Poland’s Cafe) Why the Moon’s Square muft bave 4 degrees 17
minutes, and her Body tut 2 degrees 36 mirutes at Birth: Per-
haps you will fay, She hath fuch Latitude when fhe comes to 6
degrees of Scorpin, and therefore it ought fo be allowed here.
That [ utterly deny, and this, Firft by their own Principless
for they have all taught it for Do&rine hitherto, That the Square
always falls in the Eclipticks as fuppofing the Interfe&tions of
the Ecliptick and Oxbit to be 180 degrees diftant, and each of
them 9o degrees diftant from the Planet: Andthey were forced
intp the Belief of this, becaufe the Latitude at the Oppofition is
alivays of a different Denomination from that of the Body, and
therefore by that Rule this Square of the Moo could have no La-
ticude, as it is faid to have by this Learned Author.

Why truly nothing at all 5 for every Pla-
n:t moves in his own Orbit, and therefore is dirc&ed in hisown
wiy. and meeis all Rays there, and no where elfe; but it is the
Z3dick that is the Sundard of the meafure of thele Rays, whe-
taer the Inclination be Nerth or South; and for all Dire@ions
thai have large Latitude, they are indeed molt properly meafured
by the Mandane Circle, which is really more exa@ than dire@-
ing bv the Pules of Pofition in that cafe. B:fides, he is forced
to make ule of the fame Diagram they do, to demounftrate his Pro-
je& 5 only heturns the Whim anotacr way, and, I think, really
furcher trom Truth than they are, with much more gtrouble®in
the Opzration by his way than theirs in dividing thz Laticude
into Hilves and Quarters. And, to omit more Words and Ar-
gumenis, I will give you this one, That he doth nue parlue this
Rule he hath laid down in the manyng of any Nutivities, but
where Neceflity obligeth him ; take an Example or two. In
the Nutivicy ot Francifcus de Bonne, hetells us, That hedyed on
the Moon to her own Square ;3 waich if [0, then he breaks his
own Rule s for the Moo to her owi Square with Latiude, is
undoubtedly more forcible than without.© And he lets him out-
live the Muon to hex own Square czm Lat, and kill’d hiua above a

: yat
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year and a half after, on the Moon f0 her own Square, fine
Lat. which is much the weaker Ray. So that you f{ee either he
doth not belicve his own Rule, or elfe he darcs not truft it. Be-
fides, this Direion of the Moan to her own Square ought to be
with Latitude, and no otherwife, becaufe fhe is Significator 5 it
is to her own Rays, and falls in her own way, and fhe can meet
that no othewife but with Latirude, which you fce he here cvades.
But for Fupiter to meet her Square with Latitude South, when
bis own was North, is (uch a Docrine as noman of Realon can
believe,

A Second Example is in his own Nativity 5 where, though
there are no lefs than Five Planets in the Twelfth Houle, and
Three of them Violent ones, yet he takes no notice of any
Convers Dire@ion that ever hurt him; and yet the Afcendent

which is an odd kind of Doctrine, as if a Convers Dire&ion had
not as much Power to hit a Phyfician, as a Monarch, Hence }

cannot belicve thefe Dire@ions, and by confequence his Corfe-

and (et off with a fine flourith, aftex the French mode, but fhould
rather flick to the ellimate time,

I know you will be in expe&ation what 1 fhall appoint in the
soom of his Dire@ions, to give thefc Difeafes that he mentions
and corseéts by, And in cthat Cafe 1 will be very thert, and
chufe whethcr you will believe them or not. For the Fisft 1 do
allow the Mion Convers to the Oppofition of Saturn, which
touch jult before Five Years of Age: And in the Revolution,
then at_hand, you have Mars in Virgo, in ex.@ tquare to his
own Place, and the Moon in 19 degrees of Gemins, 10 Square to
them both, and in Oppolition to Mars’s Radical place; which
I think may pafs tor a violeni Revolution, had there been no Di-
re&ion. . ~

For the Second Sicknefs, at 9 years of Age, Tfay, the Sun
Hileg, was direéted to the Lions Tal, and the Zodiacal parallel of
Mercury 5 and in that Revolution the Moon.was in Sagitary, in
Square i the Sux, and i Oppofition to Saturn, who was flati-
onary in 2 degrees udd minuies € Gemini, in Square to the Swn
juft before ; and this allo may ‘pafs, inmy Judgueent, for avio-
lent Revolation. 1 do confcfs the Swn had been undes. that Di-

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reftion above Six months, and the Parallel of Mercury did not
yet touch 5 yet when this violent Revolution began, it fet them
both to work. Objection. But your Directions, by your own
Couf.ilion, the oncis palt, and the cther not come up, and is
not this like to make hnc work 2 Anfwer. Why truly, they are
nearer than his, if you pleafe tolay by the Sham ot 4 degrees
in the Moon’s Square, and then you will have nothing at all for
the Smill Pox, neither to Fupiter nor the Afcendent; tor chat of
Fupiter comes up at 5, and the Afcendent at 13 years of Age.
And for you that do contend for his Doétsine, you mulf allow
me this, for he himfelf tells you, page 506. inthe Cafe of He-
minga, Thatthe Effeés of the Dircétion that gave him his Sick- _
nefs in 1566. was retarded 2 whole Year, for want of a {uitable
Revolucion to influence its violence. But I do not ftand in need
of this Sham to jultitic me. Apain, 1 believe there are but few
of you know when Dire&ions touch, without the Affiftance of
Revolucions and Tranfits 3 if you do, I donot; and for the Zo-
diacal Parallels, they are not like other Directions, but depend
on the true declination, and may give an Influence before they
touch, and in this cafe the rather, becaufe it is to the Sun, and
all Zodiical Directions to the Sun are for the molt past allowed
by all skilful men to touch fooner by 30 minutes than any other
whatfoever : And whatever you think of thefe 1 have given for
the Caules of thofe Difeafes, I am certain that thofe afferted b
him have nothing of Weight nor Truth in them. -

I cannot pals by Hemminga’s Nativity without fore notice and
obfervations thereon , to fhew you our Fremch Author’s Skill,
though I (hall not trouble you with a Figure, but leave that to
your letting.  Hemminga fays himfelf, That he was born February
the 7th, at almoft a quarter paft 1in the Morning, Anwo 1533,

fub Polo 53, at Bellocomi, a little Town in Weft-Fritfland. And

the Plancts places, as they are calculated to that Time by Morine,

Ettate, in Body and Mind ; and befides, he was taken Prifoner,
and continued {o from November the 1oth till Famuary the gth,
and thefe things were caufed (fays Morine) by Mars Lord of the
Twelith, to Mercury Lord of the Eighth and Tenth by DircGion.
Thus you may fce what Service the Lords of the Houfes do in
Morings’s wethod 5 and his is indeed a very cafy way of Practice,
if it will hold, or any man dares truft to it in Predi&ions.
He had at this time the Moon dirc@ed to the Zodiacal Pa-
rallel of Mereury , and his Oppofition jult at the heels
of it. :

fn the Nutivity of Monfieur de Bonne, Fupiter is in Oppofition

to the Sun , and to Venus Lady of the Tweltths and yet the
Afcendent to all their Squares could not, or elfe they would not
kill him. Nay! after all this, the Afeerdent to the Square of
Satsrnand Murs could not kill him, notwithitanding Saturn was
Lord of the Eighth, and AMars exalted there 5 which by Movine's
Rule are both Lords of the Eighth Houfc.. What think you of
this man? Was he not fit to be a M.x(bal of France, that could
bid defiance to all thefe murdering Stars? And yet that peevifh
Churchman, Cardinal Richelien, {neakt away upon the Afcendent
to a tingle Oppolition of Fupiter. But no matter, Morinus doth
this man’s bufinefs afterward, with the Moonto her own Square,
notwithft.nding it is a Diurnal Nativity, and the Sux giver of
Life: Can you forbear liughing?

Thus you fee, by comparing one with the other, he Jothnct
ufe a regular Method, nor doth he build his Do@riue on any fixt
Principle : For which reafon we cannot rely on this Say /o
of his, That the Afcendent to the Oppofition of Jupiter killed
this Cardinal. And now, tofumupall in a word or two ; 1 do
tell you, I am certain the Afcendent to the Oppofition of  Fupi-
ter did not kili him 3 and my Reafon is, Becaufethe Sun is giver
of Life in that Figure he gives for his Nativity. But peshaps
this Nativity may fall into hands more capable than my {cIf to
Corret and Regulate it and thexefore I will give them the time,
and Planets places I find in Morinas. Cardinal Richclitu was
born at Paris on the oth of September, 8.

Morinus tells you, That his Difeale began the Year
before, and was a double “Tertizn , which afterward did change
to a Quartan, which is naturally feem in that Direction of the
Moon to Saturn : A Quartan you koow is a Chronick Difeafe,
and fo his was, for it held him a year almoft 5 and befides, if
you underftand the Dire&ions, they kill certain, but not quick,
as Saturn doth naturally fhew inall cafes where he is concerned 5
and after all this is faid, the time is fo near the truth, that if
you will but allow an alteration of almoft one minute fooner, it
will hit the time exa@ly. And for all thofe that are captioufly
concerned in this.point, and have anill Opinion of it, Idefire
them to oblige the World with {omething of their own , bet-
ter done than this Is, and the main thing 1 defire is to fee
1t, .
I am now come to the laft of his Nativities, and that is the
Figure and Birth of Charles Condren, whom Morine calls his Patcr
Beatus. He wasa Fefuit, and General of that Order in France :
He was born the 16 of December, at 39 minutes paft ‘6 of the
Clock in the morning 1588. Latitude of 49. the Plancts from
the Redolph Tables, the Figure followeth :

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Ao 1698, he refolved to lead a Religious Life, at which
time Fupiter Lord of the Afcendent was dire@ted to the Body of
Mars’s at another time he would have faid that fhould give im-
prifonment, becaufe Mars is Lord of the Twelfth, and the Mid-
heaven to the Sextile ofythe Smn. As to this laft Direétion,
it did not come up till almoft 40. and for the firlt it was more
likely to give Debauchery than Piety. But the true Dire¢tion
1.do believe was the profpeé he had of fome fat Church Prefer-
ment. !
4mo 1612, he entered into Holy Orders (as they call it)s and
this Devotion, faith Morine , was raifed by the Sun, direéted to
the Trine of Fupiter 3 but yet he adds, abfit ut a Deo [upernaturalens.
wotionems denegemss.

Anno 1614. he was made a Priclt; befides the continuation
of the other DireGion, he fays Mercury was dire&ed to the An-

tifcion of the part of Foxtune. Pray what is that to the p;n'--
pofe 2 -
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pofe? On that Dire&tion he might as well have fet up a Fudling:
Schooly as the Trade hedid. )

Auno 1616, he turned Fefuit 5 he had now Mars dire&ed fo
Venus Lady of the Tenth, Do you think this is nota hopeful
Dire@ion to be offered on fuch an occafion ? _

Anmo 1629. he was chofen General of the Order in Frances
he had then the Midheaven directed to the Sextile qf Fupiter,
and the Alcendent to the Body of Mercury. As to the firfi, 1look
on that as no Diveétion in the Zodiack 5 and for the lait Tcarnor
{ee why he thould lay fo much tirefs upon it. You fee he doth
ot take one word of notice of the Midheaven to the Bedy of
Verps, vor tae (f:@& of it; 1am of opinion, he hath made a
mitia<e in his Corretion , and taken one thing inttead of ano-
ther 3 for the Midheaven to the Body (.)f Venus o in Sextile to

Marcury and Jupiter , isamoft glorious DircCtion, and mult give
Emincnt Preferment to a man of his Trade.  But perhaps this
Error will more aptly appear in the following Paragraph.

Ano 1641, Fanuary 6. Aged 52 Years and a Month , he
died of a Feaver, which took him the 30 of Deember before
for this Morinss fays , he had the Sun Lord of the Eiglith in the
Afcendent ideogs Aphete fimnlgs Anercie, to the .Squa'.'c' ot the
Moon, Lady of the Eighth; and he fays he predicted the day
of his death. Firft, you rnay obferve he lays a firefs on the Sun
Hileg in th: Afcendent 5 and becaufe there are fome degrecs of
Leoin the Eighth, he calls him Apbeta and Anarets, by which
he confounds the name of the one by the power of the others
and to be fure of a Killing-caufc}, he appoints both Sun and
Moo Governoss of the Eighth, on which Houfe he mightily
depends in all Cafes and Directions of death. Bur the moft
principal thing to be obferved herey s, that he lets him outlive
the Sun to the Square of Satwrn, and kills him with the Square
of the Moon; asit Satarn hzd not power fufficient to do nis bu-
finefs , or elfe cut of Comglaifance he would not, which I do
not often find him guilly of. If Morinus lodgeth this My(tery of
killing in the Moor, becaule fhe is Lady of the Eighth, he takes
away all the Philofophick Principles at once, and makes the
Art wholly Cabaliftical, and tacitly tells his Pupils they muf
in the firft place believe the power of the Houles, without ask-
ing why or wherefore ; which no ingenious Man can all%yv.

or
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For the Planets do not kill becaufe they are Lords of the Fourth,
Sixth, or Eighth Houfes, as he would here infinuate 3 but by
the Intemperance of their Natures 5 and you fee that Mankind
generally dye by the Excels either of Heat or Cold, and this
can by no means proceed from the Houles, which are but imagi-
nary {paces (except the four Angles ), but from Bodies ; and.
fuch Bodics too that conlift of that Temperature and Quality
that they hurt by, as all men will own, that have cither had or
‘obferved the Sun, or Alcendent to the Bodies of Satwrn and
Maurs 5 the one certainly by his owr: Nature gives hot, and the
other cold Difeafes,

But if all that Morinus pretends to, werc allowed s yet that
doth not take away Saturn’s power tokilly and (if this is Con-
dren’s true Nutivity ) 1 can by no means fee any reafon why he
thould think the Square of Saturn was not as likely to kill, as
that of the Moon, and alfo as likcly to be helieved 3 and if you
do but obferve Saturn, you'll find he is as wicked as polilibly he
can be: For heisin the Sixth, Cadent, out of all Dignities but
a Term, Retrograde, among the Pleiades, and in oppofition to
the Moon in Scorpio 5 and if all thefe added to hisown ill Nature
will not make him able to kill this'High-Prieft , if the Sun is
Hileg, then I have no more to fay tohim. But I am certain
the Sua is not Hileg, dnd by Confequence the Figure not true
that he hath printed, and my reafon for it is-this: About
40, or a little before, the Sun pafled 4 {uch Dire@ions, that no-
thing buta miricle could fave him, and they were the Zodjacal
parallels of the. Moon and Satnrn, and the Mundane Squares of the
Moon and Saturn 5 and therefore | reft fatistied that this Nativity
is falle , and leave it to others to belicve as they pleafe, and I
think convenient. .

Perhaps it may be expe@ed by fome, that 1 fhould give a
Correct Scheme according to my Opinion 5 but that I fhall de-
cline for Two Realons, Firft, he hath not given the Eftimate
time, And Secondly, T fhall make fuch a great alteration in
the time from his Figure by doing of it, that it will be of no
fervice when done 5 becaufle it will be (at beft) but dubinus,
and no man can rely on it cither for Example or Judgment :
And therefore I will leave it as it is ; perhaps it may fall into the

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I heartily with. But one thing 1 do obferve on this Nativity,
dre. That Merings hath given us this Nativity in his Bock of Re-
volutions 3 and it is not fo much to (hew the Proof, Coherence,
and Truth of the Nutivity itfclfs as the admirzble agreement
“between the Revolutions and the Accidents of this Native inthole
Years they are fet {or, cf which he hath reken notice of half
a dozen 5 and fo I have done with his Nativities, and their
Examuattion. )

Some Obfervations on the Theery and Praftice cf
Morinus i Aftrology.

I T isboth plain and cerrain, that Movinzs had been at his ze
pius ultra. in point of Dirc&ions, to fuit ro the time and
accidents in Nativities, and that put him upon finding cut fome
way that might help him out in thofe difficolt Cafes 5 and to this
purpofe we find his great Projed laid down and dcmonlirated
in his Sixtcenth Book, and that is, To dircét to the Alpeéts of
the Planets with Latitude; where he hath wittily taken a great
deal of pains, and very ingenioufly both ditccuried and proved
what he there aims at; and that is, that the Alpcéls of the Pla-
qnets fall in their Circle of Latitude, which cannot be denied
becaufc itis a vifible truth, proved by the Diurnal Motion :
And yet when all that is done, according as he hath managed
the matter in pradtice, it is not worth a farthing ; tor though
the thing he contends tor is truc in it (df, yet he makes a
wrong ule of it and the way he ufeth it, is no more to the
purpole than the former which he Condemns , and full as wide
from trath as that is 5 the reafon of this will appear , if you
will contider carcfully, and cxamine the thing.

That though the Afpects are made in that Circle they move
in, yet that doth concern the other Tlancts, being dircéted mo-
thing at all 5 for every Star that is direted to a Promitior,
whether Bedy or Aipcct, mects them in his or her own way 3
{o the Sun mects all Bodies and Afpedts in the Zodiacksand if any
of thofe Bodics ot Alpects have Latitude from the Ecliptick, he

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cannot be dircéted to them in the Zodiack , but in 3unds, to
fpeak like an Artift , becaule he always moves in that Circle,
and never out of its and thercfore when Morinys talks of di-
recting ﬂpiter to the Squaré of the Mo:n ( asin the French King’s
Geniture ) he there imagines a motion that is not in Nature, but-
only in Conceit ; for he makes the Square of the Mento have four

{uch DireGion in Natuse, as that with 4 Degrecs of Laritude,

But when he talks of directing the Afcendent to the Afpeds
with Latitude, he quite forgot himfc1fs as in the Queen of Po-
Jand®s Cale, where he direds the Afcendent to fhe Square of
the Mn, with 3 Degrees odd Minutes ot Norh Latitude, when
the Angles (to fay truth ) meets vo Rays with Latitude, but
Bodies and Oppolitions , all the cft of their Beams are meafured
by the diftance of that Body from the Angles, and not o the
Zodiack , as fome fondly conceit , and therefore this is not to
be relied on in point of Truth 5 bat all thatl thall fay of that,
is, it was a Neat Proje@ and Conception, and well managed,
but no {ervice to the Student. And upon this Project is that
of Correcting the Afpects formed, page 550. whichl (hall pafs
by as a thing of litcle or no ule, except to increale toil and trou-
ble to the Young Beginners.

But to fay the truth of Morinas, he hath in this Sixteenth
Book outdone all that went before in Antifcions 5 for he hath
there taught the true way of taking them, which is with Lati-
¢ nothing elle but parallcl diftances from
4 the Equators and whoever takes them that
way , and knows how to ufe them when he hath gotten them,
will not lofe his labour : And though they have been of late
Condemned as ufele(s by thole that did not undegitand them
yet I can affure you they will gratify your pains in your enquiry
after truth,

¢trine hold good, when Fupiter happens to be in the Eighth, or
Lord of it, he is to kill, cut, murder, and deftroy all he can
meet with 3 but as foon as ever he is out of that plaguy Houle,
or his Houfes gone from it, why then Fupiter is a very Civil
Gentleman and your-Humble Servantagain. By the power of
this Houfe Fupiter kill'd Richelien: By the Magick and Myfiery
of this Houfe Mars and Saturn kill’d the King of Sweden , Cosnt
Waljtein and the Duk; of "Montmorancy, if you will believe this
Learned Author. By the power of this Houfe, the Muon kill'd
Charles Condren 5 and yet by the powcer of this Houfe , Fupiter,
though Lord of it, could not kill Murinns himf{elf. By the power
of the Scventh Houfe, Mercury and Fupiter, being directed to
Moars Lord of it, gave the Queen of Poland a fecond Marx-
riage: By the power of the Ninth, Fupiter being in it, and di-
1eéked to the Body of Murs, gave Charles Condren a refolution
to lead a Religious Life. By the power of the firlt Houfe ( in
de Bonng’s Nativity ) the Moon in the Tenth being Lady of the
firlk, was primie Apheta,when the Sun was jutt within the Eleventh,
and without quefiion Hileg. Thus he endeavours to make the
Houfes give the Circumttances and Qualifications to all DireClie
ons, which 1 can by no means comply with, nor believe. For I
dorthink that all Dire&icns work according to their Radical C.on-
tipurstions, confidered with the Birth, Education and Circum-
flances of the Native ac that time, when they work and (hew

their Effccts: And the Divifion of the Heavens he makes ufe of, -

is that which is calléd the Rational , and fet on foot by Regio-
_ mantanus,;  Concerning which 1 have difccurfed at large in the
Firit part, and therefore (hall fay no more of that here.

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This Learned Author hath brought in two Afpe@s, which f

cannot call new, becaufe they have been obferved before in the -

Writings of other men; but one of them is new as to its name,
and that is the Dodeciile; which is in plain Englifh a Seruilextile,
confifting of 30 degrees; itis a Ray that I have ncver ufed,
and therefore can fay nothing in its Commendation, bat leave it
to thofe that love Novelties more than Truth. The other is the
Quincunx, which he fays is Five Twelfths of the Circle, and
then it muft confilt of 150 degreess but for thele Afpeéts Tne-
ver did work any of them in the Zodiack, and therefore | can
fay little either in their praile or difpraife. ThisQuincurx is the fume
thing in meafure almof(t with that fome call a Bi;rutle, and they
may be wrought either in Adundo or Zodiaco, if ycu will teke
the pains. This Learned Author hath allo given us Tables to
Zguate the Latitude of all the Afpecs in Dircction, as if we
had not Proje&s enough alieady to tire our pains and patience
without any profit or advantage to the work.  Ju(iffo I have
feen the Cufps of the Houfes wrought to Minutes and Seconds 5
and after all this pains they have erred 6 or 7 degrees in the
Cufp it felf.  Yet I do not deny but the thing admits of fucha
regulation in nature, that Morinus mentions 5 but [ (ay it is wholly.
ufelefs in Dirc@ions, and that he is miltaken in the motion; for
the true motion admits of no fuch thing, And belides, we
ftumble at a Straw, and leap over a'Molchiﬁ: 1 with I could find
the man that could follow Nature’s ftcps without that Regulating
Equation, and I will pafs my word for it, his work will be ex-
aét.

dred years before him? For foleng fince he made the difference to
be 5 hours 4gr minutes between each Revolution: And it is the
fame Gill, as appears by them all onc alter another 5 and to fay

The firtt that L.ind did improve Rovolutions after the man-
rer vow wed, was Schower © And fince him they are grown fo
artificial, that they m ke the Revolution a fecond Nativity 3
wich Diretions and ¥eafure of time, and other litrle tricks
which they have thought convinient s and for the improvement
of thele ridiculous foleries, fome of our Enclifh Artifts (as
they call them ) are behind- hand with none of them s but of all
the Modern Writers , 1 know rone that go beyond Morinus in

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depending on the Figure of a Revolution fo taken, as before
mentioned 3 as you may fee from page 598. to 671. In which
Book, if the Doétrine is true, there is enough to make any man
Maiter of the whole Method and Matter : N1y, he hath been {o
nice (not to fay any worfe of it ) page 644. to queition whe-
ther we ought not to divide the Reevolution of a Nativity into
4 Qurters, as we do that of the Year for Mundme Affairs:
And becaufe he would be ex.&, he alfo confiders the Revolutis
ans of the Mo, gives Rules for judging, and tells you what
fignificant Edeéts they had in his own Nativity. A man would
have thought one of his Learning and Parts might have been
better employ’d, than to write b largely of fuch ulelefs things,
or if you pleafe of things of fuch little ufe as what you have
heard. .

The greateit and the belt Authority w2 have, dothonly advifle
us to conlider Revolutions, to fee what Tranfits and Ingreflis
there are 5 and how the Radical Prorogators are affeGted by th
good , or ufflicted by the bad Stars, as in thefe words , djfliciis
enim Locis , & in Amioram cxitu Stellis Inficientibus precipus loca,
mortem certam. Perhaps there may be many re1d thefe words, that
may not underftand them, though good Proficicnts in Graminar,
and the Latin Tongue 3 but that is not my fault. 1t hath been
the Knavery or Foolery of Profeffors in all Sciences to load each
art with abundance of nfelefs things, to make themfelves feem
the more learned in their Profedi>n, Thus you may obferve,
that Crolins tells us, there were originally but four Difeafes ; and
yet a Phytician, a few years fince, told us.in piint, that there were
600 Diteafes belonging to the Eres: So exiravagantly nuincrous
they have multiplizd cur Mifchiefs.

What reafon have we to believe, thae the Dogree Altending
( and by Coufequence all the other Houfes) have any virtue ox
force in them to inflacnce that years Affairs the Revolution is det
for 2 And what is more abfurd and fo SLih? Why {hoald we cheat
our felves to think that the Dirc&ions-to the Misheaven, Alcendent,
Sun and Moon in a Revolation, have anv more force and power
in them, than if you (et a figure at Random every quurter of
that year ?

Why, yes, that may be; and yet whén that is allowed,
there is nothing in it: And I am certain, you will ind as much
to fay to a Figure fet to this inftant, for the Fate of the prefent
" Year, as to the moft cxa&t Revolutional Figure you cver fet in
your days, Tranfits and Ingrefles cxcepted ¢ And any man may
fee this is true by the great noife Adirinns makes with his Lunar
Revolutions. Thereis no Figure you can fct at any time, but
you may fancy it to be a Revoluticen:l, and its Diretions znd
Pcfitions fhall do full as wcll as your exad Revolution fhall,
thofc things beforementioned excepted 5 for among all thofe Di-

I need not tell the Learned part of Mankind of the Learning and
Merit of this Great Man, {o famous throughout all Exrops, be-
caufe his Learned and Laborious Yulumes do it better, and fpeak
it louder than my Pen is able to do: Nay, that ufeful and mn(t
exceilent Book, called, The Primun Mabile, will appear in his
defence againtt all the Detradtors in the world, and will{peak his
Abilities, as well as his Merit, when either of them arz quettioned
by thofe that fpeak well of no body, nor alt well themifilves,
And whoever heis that endeavours to rob him of his Honour, or
taks -
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take away from his memory that which was his right and due
when living , ought to be branded with an eterval infamy, and
while living to be denied the Benctit of Converfation, and aftet
his Dcath to have his name razed out of the memory of man.
This Learned mairwas (as to his Quality )a Knight of the Or-
der of St. Mark, in the Republick of Venice, which, as Heylin (ays, is
beltowed generally on thole of Noble Blood, but at the lealt on
Gentlemen, and fuch too as arc menof merit 5 which this great
man was withouat quefiion. For befides this Honour, he was
Mathomarical Profiffor In the Uuiverfity of Tudias which, be-
fides his Skill in Numbers, befpcaks him a man qualiticd with
Univeifal Learning ; and indeed he hath given us ground encugh
to belicve it, by what he hath printed, and to guels atit further

by thofe things he hath written and not printed: As his Com-

ment on the Quadripartize of Ptolomy s his Problems of Euclid,
divers ways demonitrated ; with divers other yct remsining in
Manufcript only.  And to fum up all, he was a man that fpent
his time in thofe Studies that were likely to oblige mankind in
the future Ages of the world, and verified that Saying of Pla-
to, Non nobis nati fumus folm, Hewasaman that may juftly be
reckoned among the Philofophers of the lattage, and one whofe
Acquirements 1 dare not pretend o reach to : Nay! the more
1 read Argoll, the more 1 tind the want of Learning in my
felf.

Thefe things being premifid and confidered, perhaps fome
may deem it a picce of prefumption in me, that confefs my felf
fo far fhort of his Abilities, to examin or queflion the Truth of
what he hath writ onany Subje@. The Anfwer is ready to fuch
an Objector ; And therefore thoughl do allow him to be a great
Philofopher and Mathematician, yct it doth not follow that all he
wrote is without Faults, or that he fs got to a degree of Perfe-
&ion, which isa thing T think not to be arrived at in this Life 5
every man is Malter of fomething that his fancy leads him to in
particular, and perhaps in that one thing he may be excellents
though perhaps he may underftand divers thingsand Faculries be-
fide, yet in all of them he may not arrive to ancquil protgiency
and Skill. So in ¢his of Aftrology, 1 fuppofe 4rgoll did not
make that his bufinefs, as he did fome other Studics 3 and there-
fore it is probable he might not be fo great an Artift in that, as he

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was in fome other parts of Learning, And perhaps I my (elf
that have made this ( by my natural inclination ) my conftant
Study, rnay be arrived to fome Abilitics and Rules by a con-
tinued and long cxperience, that this Great Man, among hiy
greater Qualitications, might not be mafter of.

My Reguelt thercfore to all Readers of this Treatife is, That
they would make a good confiruction of my Endeavours, and
belicve that 1 have not undertaken this work out of any peevifh
defigu, or capricious humor, againit the man; but to do fomething
for the future age, and difcovery of Truth.

and this is the Opinion of
Prolemsy.

There is another Se& or O-
pinion agrees with Prolemy in
many things, but differs from
him in fome, and yct fay they
keep clofe to Obfervations and
Rules. As to Life, they ap-
point the fame with Prolemy ,
except the Lords of thofe Pla-
ces, but they chiefly allow the
Afcendent, The Luminaries,
wherefoever placed , as well
under the Earth as above it,
when they meet the Malefick
Rays, may give Sicknefs or
Death, according to their Go-
vernment and Power over the
vital and natural Faculties, of
which Life confifteth.

They appoint the Anareta’s
the fame with Ptolemy , as the
Bodics, Malefick Rays and An-
tifcions of Saturn and Mars:
With them the Body of the
Moon, her Quadrate and Op-
pofite Rays, and this more e-
fpecially when the Afcendent is
Hileg. The Moon giver of'
Life, and dire@ed to the Body
or Maletick Rays of the Sum,
gives Death, and not only
when the Moo is Apheta, but
any other peint likewife, efpe-

They teach alfo, that the A-
pheta to his own Square cer-
tainly kills, and that thisis the
utmoft term of humanc Life,
which Nicepfus and Pithofjrss
have confufedly taught, athrm-
ing, That no man can live be-
yond a Trimorion, thatis threc
Signs, a Tetragonick Ray;
which fhould excecd 75 de-
grees, for otherwile it isbuta
Sextile.

Hileg to the Trine of Saturn.

As to the firlt Dire@ion he mentions of the Midheaven to the

the reft will'agree and correfpond with it.

Nor can I deny the Midheaven to the Trine of Venur to bea Di-
reion proper enough to be chofen Pope upon ; nay, Lfay it was
as natural a Diretion as could be.

But when he tells us of the Afcendent to the Trive of Saturn
for his death, that I can by no means allow 5 for they cannot
{1 think ) pretend to make a Square of it, becaufe it is in Signs
of long Alfcenfion s and though it is in {uch Signs, fure they cannot
pretend it is an Oppofition to make it malignant ; but why a
Trine fhould kill, was never alledged before, as 1 ever heard,cfpe-
cially he not being Lord of the Eighth, which is the Afirological
Slaughter-Houfe : And befides , 1 do not ook on Saturn to be
likely to give fuch a Difeafe, which is moli common to the
Moon or Mercury fingle, or affifting others 5 but here the A of h
alone is {aid to kill him with that Difeafe.

I believe this Nativity may be near truth , becaufe I find
all things agree fo naturally to every accident, as you will fee
immediately, 1 fhall aleer i¢ but about 8 minutes in time,
which will be about two Degrees in the Midheaven, and not
fo much in the Afcendent : And then [ allow him to be made a
Cardinal on the Moon dire@ed to the Sextile of Fupiter.

2o thew is, That to the fame time that he gives his birth within
3 minutes, the Afcendent, who is without difpute Hileg, came
tothe © » atthe time of death exaétly s and thatfcllowed by
two others that gave their aflittance, as you fee. And that which
is more to be obferved likewife in the Figure is this, That at
the time he had his Mios and Midhcaven dirccted to thofe great
and glorious beams of Penus and Fapiter, he undestook that great
Work to reform the Calendar; which took its Commence-
ment in the Year 1582, or as fome fay in 1583. This was in-
deed a great work, and will perpetuate his name for many Ages
¢o come. 1 believe he intended it better than it hath proved 3

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As to the Firt of thefe Directions, it feems fo improbable
to (it to the Accident of Preferment, that no body, I think,
can in reafon allow it. For if he had been under two or
three pood Directions at that time, the Midheaven to the Square
of the Sunwould have knocke it all dead, and have made it in-
effc@ual 5 for the Midheaven to the'Square of the Swn, creates
Foes not Friends 5 and therefore T am of opinion fome other
yeafon muft be given for that Preferment, than thofe laid down
by ocur Author.

Can you imagine, Reader, that Mars or Saturn, or both toge-
ther h:d not as much power tc kill as the Bull’s Eye 2 Orcan you
give me any reafon why Saturn or Mars fhould not kill 2 If you
can, 1am fare you know much more of Aftrology than I am
Mafier of , provided the reafon you give will hold in any other
Nativity where the fame Directions, or either of them happen.
But that which makes the thing more improbable is, That the
Swun is in the Afcendent and Giver of Life. And though I know
that the Afcendent to the bodies of Mars and Saturn could not
xill 5 yet the ftre(s of my Argument lieth in this, That if it
was poffible or probable for the Bu!l’s Eye to kill, Why fhould
not the bodies of Satarn and Mars do it more efeGually be-

Thefe things confidered, are {ufficient to convince any doubt-
nz Reacex that this is nota true Nativity ; nor can i judhge
what

He fays, That by Saturn’s being in the Filth Houfe he was
kept without Iffue for 20 years ; but upon the Midheaven being
dire@ed to the Trine of Venus, in 1637 the Prolifick Faculty
was reltored, and in 1638. he had a Son, or at leattwife his Wife
had one. Now who would not believe Altrology, that feesit fo
fairly and fo fully verified , That after 20 years being fine Poten-
tia Generandi , the Midheaven to the Trine of Venus (hould fet
him in order, and ftir up that Faculty, which was cicher defici-
ent from his Birth,or long debilitated by fome accident. Thisisa
myftery that ought to be recorded in the memory of every Artift,
if it be true : Indeed had there been no other man within Five

hundred miles of her, 1 might have been wrought upon: But
we, at this day, are better informed than to believe as Argol

did: And belides, if this (hould be truc, it would make every
Woman
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Woman that hath a barren Husband, wifh to have this happy
Trine of Venus come up often ; nay, twicea year if poffible.
The truth is, the Queen had Two Sons, but that the King or
the Trine of Venus did get them, 1do not belieye one word
of it
He tclls us alfo, Thatin 1639, and 1640. he had hie Afcen-

dent dire®ed to the Square of Saturn, which caufed a Defluxion
of Humors, and a Debility and Decay of the natural Heat and
in the year 1643. upon the Alcendent directed to the Antifcion of
Mars he dyed. ~ Pray confider the whole matter together 5 Mars
is in 5 degrees of Leo, and Saturn in almoft 9 of Secorpio: Sothat
the Afcendent muft come to the Body of Miars before the Square
of Sa:urn, and yetncither of thefe Two had power to kill him,
though Saturn was Lord of the Eighth Houfe. But when thele

Two were over, the Afcendent to the Antifcion of Murs killed

him; which is indeed no Direcion, for it is not poffible to di-

rect the Angles to the Antifcions of any Plancts with fuccefs,

notwith(tanding the cuttom of doing it often.

tion of the Sun Kill her long before? Nay, by the Rule that

Perhaps I may be asked,why the Swa tothe body of Mars did not

kill, and the Zodiacal parallel of Mars did not do it 10 years
before.  To that T Anfwer The parallel could not kill, becaufe
it was a fingle Directions and the Square of Fapirer came up
within Eight or Nine degrees after it, and before the Body : The
Body of Murs could not kill, becaufe the Square of Fupiter came
up jult before it and the Square of Vesus with its nor could
this give him any danger at all.  But the former I judae gave
nim a ficknefs, and fome danger and for the fatisfaion of
thofe that would fet the Figure, I will here give them the

This Native after he had been empley’d in much Publick
buiinefs, was at lat made a Cardinal by Pope Urban, on the
30th of Augut 1627. he then being 55 years and tx months
old almoft, and this on the Midhcaven to the Trinz of the Swn.

And he dyed the 27 of Fannary dnmo 1633, as drgol faith,
on the Afcendent to the Trine of AMers, having jult paffed the
Afcendent to the Square of Saturn which he fays confumed his
natural heat, and gave him an ill habit of body, fubjeé&t to
the Dropfy. 1 confefs it was a Dog-trick of Mars to fend this
old Genrleman out of the World, when Ssturn had Three
quarters kill'd him before, and this done with a Trine, an Afpect
of tricnd(hip and kindnefs. Nay, It wasa jilting trick of Ve-
ans likewife to confederate with Mars in the murder ; for (he
ticed by with her Sextile at the fame time, and would not o
much as ftep in, and ule her endeavour to fave the old Pricit.
Thus you may fee there is tricking above, as well as below ;
and pray oblerve what a plaguy thing it is, when the Stars
and the Afirclogers agree to knock an old Fellow down.

But pray let me ask Argol a queltion or two, or at leaft- ways
his Pupils for him. Firft, How often he hath known the Dire-
¢ions to the Afcendent kill, when the Sun or Abon are in the
Horofcope, and Givers of Life ? Secondly, What is the reafon
the Aflcendent to the Trine of Mars thould kill, when to the
Square it did not? For when the Afcendent came to the Square
of Mirs, it then came alfo to the Sextile of Saturn 5 and in the
Nativity of Cardinal Farnefius before going, the Sextile of Saturn
alone did the bufinefs. Thirdly , Why did not the Afcendent
to the Antifcion of the Mwn, Lady of the Eighth, kill here, as
well as the Afcendent to the Antifcion of Satwrn in Cardinal
Famnefius’s Cale 5 or to the Antifcion of Mars, as in Cardinal
Salviatus, Federicus Feltrins, Prince of Urbine 5 Visellius Archbithop
of Urbines Cardinal Crefecatinsy Laurentins Mancinus, with others?
Or to the Antifcion of the Swr, as in Cardinal Sabellus, withdi-
vers others too tedious to name : For in my opinion if the An-
tifcions can do in one, they (hould by the fame Rule have the
like cfe@ in another , which you fee he doth notlet them have s -
and {o I prefent you with the Scheme of his Birth.
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1 donot'deny but that the Dirc&ion mentioned by 4rgol for his
being made Cardinal,is proper enough,if it were true;; for no man
can deny the Midheaven to the Trine of the Sun to bea Direction
likely to give a man Preferment, cven to the higheft degree.
But inftead of this he had at that time the Midheaven to the Trine
of Mercury, who was in_the Radix in a Zodiacal parallel with
Fupizer 5 and this Dire@ion came up cxactly at the fame time,
asany one may try if they pleale, whole Ark is 51 degrees
36 minutes, which tarn'd into time gives 5’ years and almolt
fix months.

As to his death, it was not the Afcendent to the Trine of
Mars , but the Moon Hileg to the parallel of Saturn, Mot Rapto,
to the parallel of Satarn in Zodiaco, and to the body of Mars
Mtz Conver[o 5 and this 1 do perform by his own Figure, alter-
ing only fome few minutes in the right Afcenfion of the Mid-
heaven 3 but I differ with him 43 minutes in the Moon’s place,
becaufe 1 find her fo by the Caroline Tables 5 and with thefe al-
terations 1 do perform the operations for thefe Directions with a
great deal of cafe, thus.

Cardina! Gypﬁm(fays Argol) was born the 14th of Odober,
at 50 minutes paft two Afternoon, t564. fub Lat. 44. and he
makes him 28 degrees of Aguary Afcending, with 14 degrees of
S.gitary on the Midheaven. This man had pafled through all de-
grees of Preferment of the Church trom the lowelt to the higheft
except Pope, and was at laft made Cardinal the 19th of January
1626. on the Midheaven ad Trinc of Venws. But at lulthe dyed
on the 6th of April, on the Alcendent directed to the Dragon’s
12il, having becn about twenty days fick of a Diarrhes, which
Argol (ays is naturally prefaged by the Candas, with other effeéts
caufed by the Terms and Trinc of Mars following it.

This is a bold daring Touch you fce ; forall thofe improbable
Dire&ions thatArgol hath ventured at kefore,are nothing to this 3
and I am fure that whofoever can believe this Direion hath
power to kill, can belicveany thing, nor will there be any im-
peffibility that his Faith cannot {wallow.

I¢ is ftrange, and {cems {ornething improbable to me, that the
Dragon's tail, which is but an imaginary point, thould afford fuch
firange cffelts as they facher upon it. Forif you confider , it
is a moveable point, and hath no Light nor Beams , and for that
reafon how it thould have fuch irfluence as this, I cannot appre-
hend 3 but when you bave confidered che Nativity that follow-
cth this , you will ceale to wondzr here, and remove your ad-
miration thither, becaule he Kills him with the Dragon’s bead.
Juit {uch a Disettion as this doth Homminga make a noife with
in page 90 of his Treatife againft Aftrology , and that is the
Afecendeaz 0 its own fquare: And ncrhaps it may ferve well enough

too with {uch Aftzologers as b s, who like fome others, un-
Eec2 dertovk
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dertook to write againft the Art, and yet knew very little more
than the name of it only. But to be fhort with you, thefe and
fuch kind of Direcions as thefe are, ferve only for Loop-holes and
Back-d.ors to creep out at, when they are conftrain’d to affign
fome reafon orother to the Reader or Antagonitt for fuch or fuch
an accident. .

But fappofe I thould allow this Dire&ion to be good ( which
1 do not ) pray why did not the Afcendent to the Oppolition of
Venus kill, becaufe (he is Lady of the Eighth ? But I am fure they
can have no excufe in the cafe, why the Aflcendent to the Square
of Saturn and the Moon fhould not Kill 5 and this the rather,
becaule Saturn hath Digpities in the Eighth Houfe, which makes
the cafe more certainly mortal. Nay, the Horofcopeallo pafled
the oppolitions of AMars, the Sun, and Mereury , and yet none
of thefe could kill him till the Dragon’s t4il came 3 and after all
the hard Ufage by thefe rugged Stars o o purpofe, it was very
unkind of the Dragon’s ail to come behind him, and I'ke a Foot-
pad knock him down cowardly 3 and yet when this is done,
had the Canda known he had been a Clergyman, he had cer-
tainly had better quarter for Fupiter’s fake,

It is plain to me, that this Native could nct dye on the Af-
cendent to the Dragon’s tail 5 and thercforc we muit endeavour
to find out fomething more raticnal and agrecable to Rule, and
alfo more probable to be believed by men of Senfe and Skill :
And though I do not know the Efiimate time, yect I will ven-
ture to make an alteration of above Half an hour fooner , ard
then the Moon will be Giver of Life, as you may fee in the
Figure following :

41, and is a Nativity worth ob-
ferving :  For he tells us, Thatin 1605. in March, he was ex-
treamly fubjec to Sicknefs and Danger, and thisupon the Afcen~
dent to the Square cf Saturn, and Terms of Mars, but the Square
of Fupiter following he recover’d his Health.

Anne 1616, On the 26th of My, he dyed on the Afcendent
to the Oppofition of Murs, the violent Star in the South Balance,
and Squarc of Mercury Occidental and Malefick.

And | (hould have told you, That in the years r6o3, and
1604. he reccived great Obligations of Favour and Dignity,
and was at laft made a Cardinal, on the Midhcaven to the Body
of Fupiter. :

In the Scheme he fets, we find almoft 28 degrees of Virgo
Alcending, and the Moon in the Afcendent, in 4 degrees 37 mi-
nutesof Libras (he Light of the Time, and certainly giver of Life,
and muft be dire@ed for Death, and not the Afcendent. Can
any man imagine that the Moon, dire@ed to the Oppofition of
Mirs and Square of Mercary, &c. was not as likely to kill, as the
Aflcendent to thofe Beams of Mars and Mercury 2 Betides, if you

pleale to look into other Nativities, that paffed through his
hands, you will find he lets the Alcendent pafs more defiructive
Rays, and never kill. For example, in Cardinal Sabellus his
Nativity , he lets him pafs the Afcendent to the Oppofition of
Mars, Square of Satwrn, and Body of the Moon, and live Twenty

years after it 3 and all thefe threc Directions came up at the fame
time, and were three as violent ones as could be; and to make
them the more dangerous, Mars was Lordof the Eighth Houle,
and in it, and Saturn Loxd of the Fourth @ Which are mighty
Arguments of Death and Danger, according to his Hypothefis
and way of praice. In the Nativity of Cardinal Cefarinus, be
lets him pals the Afcendent to the Square of the Sun, Squire
of Murcury, and Square of Saturn, and live twenty years atter
them.  Likewife in Cardinal Lenins, he lets him pafs the Awcen-
dent to the Bodies of both Swn and Moon, and Oppolition of -
Saturn, and no Injury to his Lite.  The like in Paswlus Burghefins
(Panl the Vs Nephew) and abundance more, if you will take
the trouble to examine them, By which it appears, he hathno
fixt Rule to walk by in the cafe of Desth, but rambles from one
thing to another, according as it fuits his Judgment , when
the man is in his Giave,

Nor is it reafonable to belicve that the Afcendent to.the Square
of Ssturn (as they call it) thould give fuch dangerous Dileates as
he fays it did, and the Mon to the Oppofition of Mars give no-
thing s for he takes no notice of any ctfet it had among thofe
Accidents and Directions he mentions,  And yet in the Nativi-
ty of Didicus Herraers , the Moon to the Square of Mars he
{iys is mortal, with a lictle help of the Sun to the Afcendent,
And in the Nativity of Cardinal Simoncellus, the Moon to the
Antifcion of Saturs is made ufe of to Kill, and yet under the
Earth in the Third Houfe: Any Tooth good Barber.

Now 1 will give you my Opinion in_the Corre@ion of this
Nativity, and keep firiétly to my Rule of giver of Life, and the
meafure of Time too; nor will 1 differ much from Zrgall’s Fi-
gure, only 4 degrecs in the Alcendent and Midheaven, and 22
minutes in time 3 and then he dyed on the Moon directed to the
Zodiacal Parallel of Saturn, the Mundane Parallcl of Murs, and
thefe followed by the Zodiacal Parallet of the Sun, which the
Mo meets in the 1oth degree of Scorpia.

As to his Preferment, 1 cannot deny the Midheaven to the Be-
dy of Fupiter to be a likely Dirc&ion to give Preferment ; but
yet 1 do not think it was that did immediately precede his being
made Cardinal; nordo I think it did him any fervice atall con:
fiderable, becaufe the Body of Saturn went before it, and the
Oppofition of Mereury followed it: But the Direction that [
think gave it, wasthe Sunto the Sextile of Mercury in the Zo-
diack, and Penus Lady of the Afcendent to the Sextile of Marss.
but that which I judge was moft powerful, were two good Re-
volutions 1603, and 1604. and excellent fecondary Dire@ions.

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HMichael Cardinalis Muzarinus was born (fays Argol) the 28th
day of Augut, at 56 minuges paft 7 of the Clock at Night, 1605.
Latitade of 42.

That he was made a Cardinal by Pope TUrban VIIL on the
7:h of October, 1647. on the Part of Fortune to the Antifcion of
Fupiter, Lord of the Ninth, and the Trine of Mars, Lord of the
Medium Celi in the Terms of Venus.

That hedyed Augut the 318, in 1648. on the Afcendent di-
reted to the Sextile of Mars and the Bull’s Eye.  The Occafion
of it was thus 5 As he was walking, on Auguft the 17¢h, a Nail
happened to ran into his Foot, which in the Night following
put_him into a Fever, of which he dyed 16 days after.

How many Nativities (hall we find in Argol’s de Diebus Criticis
that have pafled the Afcendent to the Ball's Eye, nay, fo the
Square and Gppofition of Mars too, and never dyed ? and yet
here the Sextileof Mars does the bufinefs, with the help of the
Aldebaran. A man would have thought that the Afcendent to
the Squarc of Mars, Lord of the Eighth, or to the Square of
the Swn and Mercury, had been more like to have donc the Old
man’s work than the Sextile of Mars 3 but he outlived all them,
and fell by a filly fort of a DireGtion at laft. They may talk
what they pleafe of the Afcendent to the Sextlie of Mars, but I
do affure them, it did not come up till 29 years after this man
was in his Grave ; and you fee when they cannot find Squares
and Oppofitions fufficient to kill, then they make thift with Sex-
tiles:

But that which feems more firange than that of Mars, is the
Moon to the Antifcion of Fupiter, whenindeed there was no fuch
Dire&ion in nature at that time, nor never could be in this Na-
tivity, becaufe the Moon haftens to her South Node; and when
(he hath pafled that, both their Latitades are of the fame De-
nomination; and for that reafon fhe could never reach the Pa-
rallel of Fupiter in the Zodiack in this Figure. And in thefe
words I have glven you light enough, if you are willing to un-
derftand it ; and o1 come to fhew you the Figure and my Cor-
reion.

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Argoll hath § degrees of Capricorn in the Midheaven, whole
Right Afcention is 275 degrees 3.4 minutes, and the diffirence
between us you feeis but 3 degrees in motion, and 12 minutes in
time 3 and my Dire&ions I prove it by, are as followeth,

For his being made Cardinal,he had thee#oom direGed to the
Zodiacal Parallel of the Sun, who, you fee, is both in a Zodia-
cal and Mundane Trine to Fupiter in the Tenth Houfe ; and this
Parallel the Moonmeets in 29 degrees 12 minutes of Aries, with
1 degree 30minutes South Latitude; the Pole of the Moon is 36
degrees, and her Oblique Afcention 372 degrees 2 5 minutes ; and
the Oblique Afcention of the Occurrent Placeis (with the Circle)
380 degrees 12 minutes; the Ark of Dire@ion, hence emerging,
is 37 degrees 37 minutes ; and this turned into Time gives very
near 42 years; and this is no (trained Direction, but arifeth na-
turally from the true Motion, and is very likely to give the Pre-
fesment he then had,

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As for his Death, the Afcendent had nothing to do in ity nor
any Diretion to that Point 5 for it is meft certain that the Pare
of Fortune, ot Jupiter, is Hileg, according to the DoGrine of Pto-
lemy.  The Pars of Fortune hath a right to it by Potition, and 2
full Aoon preceding, and then the Correion is as | have (hewed
you in the Figure, and the Dircctions that fuits the Time of Death
is the Part of Fortune to the Square of Mars, and Body of Saturn
following it, And the Operation of it is thus; the Part of For-
sune is diftant from the Seventh Houfe 3 degrees 57 minutes;
the diftance of Mars from the Fourth Houfe is 42 degrees 15
minutes 5 from thence taking the part proportional 3 degrees 25
minutes, leaves the Ark of Direétion 38 degrees 50 minates:
Which turned into time gives 42 Years and 11 Months almolt;
and he dyed when hewas 43 Years and 3 days old..

Fupiter hath the right of being Apheta by dominion, as dif-
poling, of the M.uon, and the preceding Oppolition, and be-
holding the Moon and the Part of Fortsne 5 and thenit is but ma-
king Argoll’s time about 20 minutes later, and then Fapite¥ meets
the Mundane Parallel of Mars at the time of Death, and this
followed by the Oppolition %F the Sun, which would alfo cer-
tainly kill if Fupirer were Hileg,

Now after all, I do not tell you my Corretion is true, nor
am 1 certain there was-fuch a man born at the time he gives,
and yet the cafe is the fame asif it were true; fora man may
fhew his Skill upon a falfe Narivity as well as a true one: For
he that mifapplies a true Rule, or makes ufe of a falfe one, ina

Falfe Nativity, will do the fame ina True One, and thererefore I -

can as well judge of a man’s ability by his handling of the onc
as the other.  And fo Ileave this Nativity to your Judgment
and Confideration.

Cardinal Urfinas was born December the 20th day, at 28 -

minutes after 11 of the Clock before Noon, 1592. Latitude
of Rome; and he dyed the 22d of dwgufl, in 1626. bring 33
Years and 8 Months old: And this on the Afcendent to the
Oppofition of Mars, as Argolb fays, and yet the Sm Giver of
Life in the Midheaven.

Now
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Now to fhew you, That Argoll doth not keep to his Rule,
pray obferve the Nativity of Cardinal Gypfiu: (mentioned be-
fore) where the Afcendent is Hileg, and there you will find ke
lets him outlive the Afcendent to the Oppofition of Mars in the
Eighth Houfe, and the Sun in Conjunétion with Mars befides,
and yet both thefe could not kill him.

Likewife in Cardinal Blanchestus, who had Mars in the Eighth
Houfe allo 5 and yet he paffed the Afcendent to the Oppolition,
and lived many years beyond it.

The fame you may alfo fee in Cardinal Burgh:fins, who out-

lived his Afcendent to the Oppofition of Mars, and many years
beyond it.

You may likewife obferve the fame in Cardinal Subellus,
in Pope Clemens V111, and divers others that I could thew you,
were it not for prefling on your Patience.

When you have confidered thefe, pray think with your felf,
what reafon we have to belicve it killed this man, and yet fo
many efcaped it with thelr Lives; nmay, it hath as little or lefs
reafon to do it here than in any of them, becaufe the Sun Is
moft certainly giver of Life in this Nativity, and in Conjuncion
with Fupiter too in the Tenth ; as you may fee by the Figure fet
to my Corre&ion and divifion of the Heavens: Which Corre-
&ion doth not differ much from Argoll’s Time that, he fays, is
the truc one :  He makes the Right Afcention of the Midheaven
261 degrees 35 minutes, and mine is 264 degrees 20 minutes :
He makes 22 degrees of Sagitary culminating, and I make 25

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This man you have heard dyed Augaft 22d 1626. being jutt
33 years and 8 months old, and not upon the Afcendent to the
Oppofition of Mars, as he fays 5 but on the Sun Giver of Life to
the Mundane parallel of Saturn Dire@ and Converfe, and to the
Oppofition of the Moon foon after.

There is one thing I have to obferve on this Nativity , and
the pofition of Murs in the Eighth Houfe. Morinus forms it
into a Rule, and tells you that whenever Saturn or Mars are
in the Eighth, on the Midhcaven o their Square in Zodiaco
the Native dies by violence, and for the moit part the Hand of
Juftice. And Arzel, in the cafe of Montmorancy the French
man, follows that Rule, and tclls you he dyed (that is, was be-
bqaded) on the Midheaven to the Square of Sasrarn.  Indeed he
joins another DireGion with it, which is the Part of Fortune
to the Antifcion of Mars 5 but for that he knew nothing of it
for the other Dirc&ion bears the burthen. Now pray comparé
this of the Duke of Mommorancy , with Marfilins Lardrianus
who had both Saturn and Mars in the Eighth, and yet dic;
pals both their Squares by 36 years of Age, and 1 Lelieve he
had no trouble upon cither : Eut whether he had or not, he li-
ved 70 years beyond tham, Likewile Cardinal Gypfins ( be-
fore mentioned ) hath Mars in the Eighth, and yct was not
put to death on the Midheaven to the Square of Mars, but
outlived it at lcaft Thirty years, for he dyed at 5. ,AH&)
Cardinal Spinelws had Mars there, and outlived that Dire&ion
Eleven or Twelve Years, Cardinal Burghefins had Murs there
alfo, and fo had Cardinal Sabillus, Pope Clement the 8th, with
otht{rs that did not dye violently 5 nor yet fell by the Hand of
Juftice. Then what fhall we think of this Rule and their

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Examples in Pradice, when there is not one in ten of them fuc-
ceed according to Expectation, ind the ¥ethod laid down by our
Raule-makers.

Argol fays, this man {udcred extreamly frem the Dire&ons of
the Moo to the body of Sutern at 36 years of Ape,and to the Op-
pofition of Mars at 41 years of Ages but this will by and by
appear to be a miltaken Doctrine.

And chat he died on the 12th of Jwguft, Auwe 1632 being
almolt 45 years of Age, and this from the Afcendent direcled
to the Square of Mars , and this followed by the Lyons hearry «
fiery Star. He firlt fickned Augu? the Fifth in the Evening,
wvith a fhivering, which turn’d to a Fgver, and kil’d him in Se-
ven days. And this Man’s death wus predicted ( tays Argot }
{ome time before it happened, by the Aftrologers of France, and
from the Directicn here afferted.

If the French Aftrologers did predi@ this man’s ficknc(s and
death from that Dirc@ion of the Aftendent to the Square of
Murs , 1 dare fwear that they were better Gucflers than they
were Aftralogers 5 and that the fate of fome good Dircction they
were under themfclves, gave fuccefs tothe predi@ion , and thac
more by Chance than Skill. And to fay the truthin fhere, 1 cannot
imagine why they thould predi& death more on the Afcendent
to the Square Mars, than to the Square Saturn, which came up
{even degrees before the other of Mars. Nay, let me tcll you,
according to their own Rule, the Squarc of Satmrn ought
to have kill'd him , becaufe he is Lord of the Eighth Houfe. 1
would very fain be fatistied by fome of the molt skilful M-fters

know what will, and what will not kiil. Sometimes they will kick
2 man out of the World with the Afcendent to the Sextile of
Mars, to the Antifcion of Fupiter, efpecially if Lord of ti2 Eighth
to the Dragon’s tail, or {omc fuch idle Story : When at another
time three or four ficut Directicns will not thake him 5 and isnot
this a hopeful kind of Altrology, and a fine way to teach Yeun
men to be skilful Artifts in their Profeflion ? If the Mafter underg.

the days of his Life. And fo I come to correét the Scheme, and
thew what was the true caufe of his death, and fhall alfo hold
good in other Nativitics 5 but firft take the Scheme it felf.

And now 1 will tell you why the
Sun to the Square of Murs did not do it before , it was becaufe
the Rays of Fapiter fuccceded that Direétion, and did hinder
the effc@s of Mars his Square from killing 5 but yet 1 do believe
he was always Crazy and more Infirm after that Diretion, than
he was before, becaule of the other being fo near at hand.
Lafily, If evcr there was fuch a man as this born at that time,
thele Direétions to the Hileg are more likely to kill, than that of
the Mson alone that he alledgeth,

Laurentins Mancinus dyed the 14 day of Odvber 1650, being
fislt taken ill Septembr the Ninth 5 but his Difeafe he doth not tell
us, yee lets us know that he dyed on the aeon to the “quare of
Mors, and the Afcendent to the Antifcion of Mars, with the help
of a bad Revolution. And for the better Speculation, becaule
there is no great matter of labour in the Dire&ions tn be wrought,
and you may by your Eye only foon decide the point between this
great man’s opinion and mine about the death of Muncinus 5 1
will here give you the Scheme, as followeth, fet according to
my Divifion of the Heavens, but to his time.

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but on the contrary great Aggravations and Arguments of deati
by Prolemy’s Rule 5 and theretore 1 can by no means allow this
Native to pafs and cutlive the Moon to the body of the Sun, and
dye fix years after it on the Aoon to the Square of Aurs in Zo-
diaco 5 which Direction I am certain had not power te kill, if
the Swn could pot. .

Now if ycu pleafe to take a little pains upon it, you will find
all things may be compofed and made agree witheue any trou-
ble or ditheulty.  The Moon by Origanus being reduced to the
time of the day, and the Meridian ot Rome, is S degrecs 57
minutes in Aguiry; and by aliering the pole of the Mo about
two degrees, which is not above 12 or 13 minutes in time, you
will tind that the Mn came at that time to the body of the Sun
Sin: Lat.  The Moon’s pole in this Figureis 1o degrees: And
if you pleafle to make it 12 degrees and a half, you will find the
Myon’s  Oblique Afcenfjon 315 4. and 22 m. the Oblique
“Afcention ot the Sun 354 17 minutes, which gives the Ark of
Diretion of the M to the body of the Sun, S.L. 38 degxecs
55 minutes, and this turn’d into time gives 42 years and fix
months ;5 and this (hould give him {fome He@&ical Habit of bo-
dy, if not a Confumption, or clfc a Fever that may lcave fuch
a habit bchind it.

Cardinal Mattens was born ( fays Argel ) Fanuary the 1 3th min.
Bor. 19. 17 P. M. 1§59 1. under the Latitude of 42,

That he was made Cardinal by Pope Urban the Eighth, Fuly
13th 1643. on the DircGion of the Sun to the Antifcion of the
Moon, having betore pafled the Square of Mercury and Venus, who
is Lady of the Ninth Houfe, in which was the Virgin’s Spike.

That Saturn in the Sixth gives defluxion and pains of the
Gout, with Running pains throughout the whole body from
Cold humours 5 that from thefe Complicated Difeafes, and the
fAfcendent to the Sextile of Satwrn, and Square of the Sun
he dyed on the 1g9th of April 1650. being then Aged 59 years
and three months. The Figure followeth, being fet to his Time

‘but my Divifion of the Heavens. ’
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As to the Direcion urged by Argol for his Preferment, and
the Arguments ufed to give it Credit, they are fo weak that
no man will imagine there is any thing in them, when he hath
well confidered the cafe. For what fignifies the Moon's Rays to
his Preferment, the being by her Latitude near the Square of
Satwrn 5 and he in this Scheme not likely to give or contribute
to the Nutive’s Prcferment? Then for the Squares of Venus and
Mercury, which he fays the Sxn had pafled befose 5 the thing is
true, but they were fo long bifore, that they could give noaffi-
ftance at all to this DireGion ; for their Antilcion of the Moon

falls in 16 degrees of Arics 5 and thofe Squares fell in 12 de-

grees. But {uppofe they had fallen ncarer, what good could
they do ? It is the firlt time that I ever heard the Squures
( efpecially of M:rcury) wese broughtas an Argument and Caufe
to give Church-Prefrrment.  But belides, there is no fuch thing
as the Antilcion of the Muwn in 16 degrees of Aries 5 for that
falls in 20 degrees of Aries 5 fo that his Dircétion is no Dire&i-
on,nor his Arguments of any ufc to the end he hath brought them.
As to his death, he ufes fuch wesk Arguments and imypeo-
per Dire@ions as before for his Preferment. Nay! they are

them 3 for do you thivk it is resfonable to tuppoic the Sen could
p s his own Square and not killy and tise Atcendent to his + quare
fhould do it ? And why fhould the Afcendant to the “exrile of
Stz Bl when dc paffed the Oppeaition of the Adgor, and
Sgu.rc ot Sutren, and it could not doit? But betidis all this,
Is it ot mere firange, thitthe Afcendent (h-uld psis the tquare
- of hirewry. Lerd of the Eighth, and the antifcion of the Moon
who is in the Eighth, and do no injury to his Life, and yet dye
fo toin afrer on thile two Dirc@ions by him mentioned ? 1f
the Aicendont hath power to kill by Dircétion, as he pretends,
it is irange he (hould efcape on dangercus DireCtions to it, and
dye at laft when there were nore at all s for the Squ:re of the
Sun, and the Hcxagon of Saturn, did not come up till 12 or 14
years after he was dead. Thus we are fitted with Rules to make us
skiltul in our Proteifion. By thele means have the Attrologers
madc Enemics to Atirology 5 and indeed it is a wonder it hath
any Friends, being drefled up o feandaloufly as it is at prefent
and hath been for Ages palt.  And the way to make it n’.puf
rable, is to ftop the mouths of its ignorant Oppofers, by making
it appear Firlt, Rational 5 and Secondly, Certain. But the Mcthods
and Practices of the Profcflors of the laft Age, as wellas the pre-
fent, I am fure will neverdo it 5 and fo I come to the Corre@ion.

Now, to be more plain with you in the Calfe, it is impoffi-
ble (if Ptoleray’s Bules are tzue) that he could dye on the Sun
to the Body of Murs, becaufe Fupiter’s Zodiacal Parallel fell in
the fame Point to a degree, and therefore there muft be fome
other Dire@ions to co-operate at the fame time, orx elfe he had
certainly lived till further Orders. And T am able to fhew
divers Examples, where the Sun, giver of Life, hath paffed the
Bodics of Saturn and Murs, and fcarce gave any Sicknefs: Nay!
Thave Keown it goover,and hardly diicernible.  And now what
other Direion to the giver of Life they can produce at this
time, to do the work, is tome unknown, and to them too, I
believes and yet another mutt be found, for this cannot be al-
lowed by any man that undertiands the true Rules of the Art,
and will confider the Examples 1 have given before.

Now there is but tvio Direitims to be preterded toin this
Cale, to agree to this time of his Death, and to firengthen the
former Direction in its power of Killing, which it could not do
it fclf: And the fin is, To make the time 30 minutes later,
and then the giver of Life will be dirc&ed to the Cufp of
the Seventh Houle, as Prolemy hath raught, Lib. 3. Cap. 14.
And the fecond is by making the time about 35 minutes fooner,
and then the S»n to the mundane Parallel of Saturn will have

I confefs the Midheaven to the Trinz of Venus is a proper Di-
re@ion to make hima Cardinal, or any other Prictt in his ca~
pacity, if there were fuch a Direcion at that time s which T
deny : For the Midheaven to the Trine of Venns in his “cheme
doth not come uptill about 63 ycars of age, and he was made
Cardinalat §1.

But to fay he dyed onthe Afcendent to the Opfofitien of the
Sun, is {o impofliole, and fo imoprobable to be allowed, that
even a Novice in Aftrology will hifs at it when he comes 0
confider all the Circumfances together in this Figure. And
therefore pray paufe a while, and thinkyour {clves into a better

- Judgment: Is not the Sun giver of Lite? which 1 fuppole none

can deny ; and if he be, then he alone muli be confidered in
Death: But for the Hileg, 1 know you fet a fimall valuc on it,
and 1 know the reafon why: But then is not Mars his Oppofi-
tion to the Alcendent as likely to kill, as the Sun’s? Ndars, you
fec, isin the Eighth, in Square to the Mon and Satwrn in the
Twelfth ; and one would think he hath as good a Title by thofe
@a\iﬁcations to kil a Cardinal as the Sun hath 3 and 1 believe
you can give no reafon why he (hould not kil him, as wellas the
Sun. 1 youcan, I (hould be glad to hear it with a great deal
of fatisfaction. But belides this, the Sun did pals the Budics
of Saturnand the Moon, and that too about the fame time that
the Afcendent paffed the Oppofition of Murss and vet all
thefe together could not do his bufinc(s till the Oppolition of
the Sun came, which is mighty irange s and it it fhould happen

e
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to be true, it would prove an excellent difcovery of ftarry ve-
rity, efpecially if it could be brought into a Rule; but before
we'go any further, let us {ee what ufe -he makes of thefe Dire-
&ions in other Geniturcs.

In the Nativity of Amn Queen of Poland, the Sun was Hileg
in the Seventh. and yet the Afcendent to his Oppoliten «id aot
kill. Inthe Nativity of Cardinal Cefarinus, Mars was .z the
Eighth. as in this Figure, and he Kills him with the Afcendent
to the Oprolition of Murs, without any difhcu'ty. In the Na-
tivity of Cardinal Spunclus, Mars was in the Eighth, as hcre,
and he kills him on the Afcendent to his Oppohition, without
any thing elfe tohelp. in Cardinal Vbaldinus the Sunwasin the
Eighth, and yct thore the Afcendent to his Oppofition would not
kill, notwithftanding he was in dirc@ Oppoliton to Mars in
Arics. Nor in Cardin:l Gymnafius, the Afcendent to the Oppo-
fition of the Sun and Mercury would not kill, and Mercary Lorxd
of the Eighth tco. In Cardinal Gypfies, the Afcendent to the
Oppofition of the Sun could not kill him, but the Dragon’s Tail
whipt him off aftcrward. Nor in Cardinal Pancirolus,  In Car-
dinal Urfinus the Afcendent to the Opvyolition of Mars kills with-
out any thing toaffitit. And the like in Ranuccine, with others.

Thus you fee herc asc a fufficient number of Witnefles under
his own Hand to prove when the Sun in the like cafe would not
kill, and where Mars hath done it, contrary to his Praétice in
this man’s Geniture. And fo T comez to give you the Scheme,
it being, fet to his time exactly, and the Plances places nearly the
{ame with thole I have calculated, only Mercury is here 10 de-
grees 37 misutcs in Libra, and by Calculation he is in 12 degr.

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You have heard my Objections againft the Truth of this
Scheme, and alfo my Reafons for it, together with thefe feves
ral Examples, to hew where he hath allowed the quite contra-
ry, and that he doth not make a Rule of it: And to me it
fcems to be lugg’d in by Head and Shoulders to ferve a turn,
without any true method or rule to guide or approve it, either
in his own practice, or any other man’s.

But to omit thofe things as frivolous in comparifon to that
which | am now going to mention: In the lali Nativity menti-
cned, you fee he makes the Afcendent to the Oppofition of the
Swn kill without any thing to affifi it 5 and yet in this man’s cafe
he will not allow it o kill, notwithftanding the Body of Mars
comes up with it at the fame time. If thefe Dire&ions had come
up when he was young, you might then have faid in excufc,
That the firength of Nature was defigned fora longer date,and fo
fave baffled thefe two fiery Stars 5 but they came up at §2 years
cf age, when a man's firength decays, and this but 4 years before
he dyed : Which fecms frange to me, That the fingle Oppofi-
tion of the Sun killed Blanchettus, and yet the Alcendent tothe
Body of Mors and Oppofition of the Sun cannot hew this man
down. But perhaps you will fay, That in Blanchet’s Narivity,
the Sun was Lord of the Eighth. Thatl allow; and is not the
Sun herein the Eighth? which enabled him to murder to the full
as well as the other: But befides that, the Sxn is here in Oppo-
fition to AMurs Maletick.

But perhaps you may {ay, That though they did not kill, yet
they might give the Difcafe of which he lingered, which was
<he Stone in the Bladder. That1 deny, and I will appeal to any of
you, whether the Oppofition of the Sun and Body of Mars hath
not more power to kill, than the Square of Sztu}'n, which hath
¢he Oppotition of Fupirer to hinder it. But befides, if I fhould
allow that, how will you diftinguith it in your Rule, when you
will let us know your method for Difeafcs and Death?

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As to the Correcion of this Figure, I do alter it about 40
minutes fooner, the Right Afcention of the Midhcaven to that
time s 213 degrees 2.4 minutes, and the 0. 4. of the Afcendent
is 303 deyrees and 24 minutes.

Avgol tells us, This min was a Cardinal, a Clergyman, a
Noble man.and p-rhans more than a mansfor of all winc Nativitics
that 1 have fcen, this s the (rewdeft and plagaet fcllow wmong

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them : But whether his Power lay in his Coat, or his Cap, his
Spark of Houoney or his firong Conftitution, 1 know not 3 but this
is certain, he had more Puwer, Craft, or good Fortzne, than the
selt of his Trade had, for he bid defiance to, and bafi’d all
the Seven Plancts; and had not the Pleiades (called the Seven
Stars) took him to task, for ougirt I can fee he might have
tived till this time. The Malefick Rays of the Planets could
not kill him, if you will believe Argol 5 for his Afcendent had
paflzd the Malefick and Benetick Rays too of all the Seven, and
they could make no work of it fill the Pliisdes took up the
Cudgels.  He catlivid the Oppotition of Ffupiter, the Body

Fourihly, 1 obferve allo, that there are divers violent Pofi-
tions in the Figure, and by confequence ought to havea tharcin
the violence of his Death,  The Pofitions are thefe following s
the Sunis in a Mundane Parallel, with Satarn applying, and
near the Zodiacal Parallel of Mars; the Hileg is in an exa&t
Mundane Parallel with Murs, and going to his Oppofi-
tion.

As to his Gout, Gouty Pains and Rheumatifm that he had lain
under for fome time before, Ijudge them to be from the Afcen-
dent to the Body of the Moon, and Square of Mercary, the Moon
to the Mundane Parallel of Saturn ta.the Square of Saturn and
Body of Mars ; but above all, the Sun to the Oppofition of the
Moon, and none of thefe givers of Life.

Cardinal de Comitibus was bom (as Argol tells us) the 28th
day of Augaft, at7 hours 49 minutes P. M. 1556. and under
the Latitude of Rome. But the Figure is fet to 3 minutes after
8, P.M. and I am furc he intended that Figure, becaufe he
makes ufe of that Oblique Afcention of the Afcendent, in di-
reing it to the Body of the Moon, and that agrees to 29 degrees
of Aries almoft as inthe Scheme.

That he was made a Cardinal Jume the gth,.1604. on the
Midheaven to the Trine of the Moon.

And that he dyed the fecond of December at Night, by a
(udden defluxion of Humors upon his Jaws, Ao 1605,
and this from the Afcendent to the Body of the Moon, hav-
ing a little before paffed the Antifcion of the Moons in
which cafe obferve, In this Nativity the Pleiades could
not kill, and in Paravacinus’s the Moon could not do it.

I cannot deny the Midheaven to the Trine of the Moon to be
a good Dirc&ion, and likely to give Prefcrments but for the
Afcendent to the Body of the Moon to Kill him, 1 canot agree
toit: And my reafon is, Becaule the Moon is not Malefick, un-
lefs it is by being ir a Mundane Square to Sasuru 5 but my chicf-
eftreafon is, becaufethe Afcendelrit is not giver of Lifes andhif
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he will not keep toa Rule, no man can undertand him, nor is
his mcthod intelligible. ’

This Nativity might be corrcéted with vefy good Authority,
and not alter the Midheaven or Afcendent any thing contidera-
ble; for in this pofiticn of his, the Part of Fortune, who is
Giver of Lifé, did pafs the Oppofition of the Sun much about the
time of his Dearh. And yet, for all that,ldo not think his Printed
time true 5 but rather that the cfiimate time given him was 7
hours 30 minutes P. M. and becaufe the Midheaven to the
Trinc of the Aon, and the Alcendent to the Body of the Moon
did fo well agrec to the times of his Two Accidents, he made
the timz 29 minutes later, on purpofe to bring up thofc Dire-
¢ions to agree with thofe Two Accidents mentioned ; but if
this time fhould be allowed to be true, 1 believe he would be
threwdly put to it to prove.by good Authority, That the Afcen-
dent to the Body of the Mcon hath power to kill in this cafe s
and alfo to prove, The Afcendent to the Square of the Sun had
not power to do_it, for by his Scheme you fee he outliv’d that
many years.Nor do T underftand how any one fingleDire&ion can
give a fudden Death as his was, that generally being the effect
of a Crowd of Dirc&ions of different Natures and Effeéts, and
for the moft part in more a&ive parts of Heaven too than Can-
ceris 3 but without further debate, 1 will give ycu the Scheme

He was created Cardinal on the Sun in the Crepufculine Arks
to the Body of Fupiter.

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My Learned Iialisn tells us, That Cardiznal Simoncellis was
born November the sth, at 49 minutes paft 7 of the Clock at
Night, in the Year 1536, undes the Elevation of 43. Aud al-
fo fays, he was created Cardinal on the 22d day of Decomber,
1553. by Pope Fulius 11I. and this at the age of 17 vears and
2 months almofi, on the Midhcaven to the Body of Fupiter and
Trincof Mercury. This was a very young Cardinal, inmy Opi-
nion, but old enough, 1judge, to take ihe profits of his Trade.

Now the Rexion why our modern Profcfors have decryed
Antizions, and it they could find ro truth in them is, Becaule
they neither know how to teke them, nor dire& them when ta-
kzny and | wili make it appear to any one, That let any of them
direct the Sir or Moon to fuch Antifcions as 1 fhall appoint, and
1 will alfo work the fame DireGions with them, and when we
have both done, there thall be 1o, 15, or 20 degrees differcnce
Ihetween my Dircétions and theirss and therefore it is no wonder

they can tind no ctfeéts in the Antifcions and their Directions.
Minz 1 can demonitrate, but they work theirs as a Parrot
talls, by rotes they have learned a Notion, but it is indeed a
groundlefs one 5 nor can they give you any SatisfaGion if you
defire the reafon of them. For Example, Why mult there be
Contrantifcions of a different nature from the Antilcions? Or
what reafon can they give why the Contrantifcion fhould not be
of the fame nature with the Antifcion ? Befides, there are fome
parallels or Antifcions that cannot be direéted to, of which
{ort they arc that be out of the Ecliptick, é¢.  And fo I
come to give you an Example in the thing, to fhew you,
¢hat what I have faid is truth; and chat they do ditfer from
me, as I have told you.

Let the Example be of the Meon and Saturn in this Car-
dinal’s Nativity, as being moft apt for the illefiration of the
¢hing I do here intend: The place of Sawurnis 7 degrees 16
minutes in Virgo, with 30 minutes of North Latitude ;3 hence
you will find his Declination is ¢ degrees 2 1 minutcs: anfwer-
ing to 6 degrees of Virgo and 2.4 degrces of Aries in the Ecli-
ptick, and to 6 degrees of Pifes and 24 degrees of Libra,
The Longitude of the eHom is 21 degrees 39 minutes in
feo, with North Latitude 4 degrees 33 minutes 5 her De-
clination is 18 degrees 38 minutes,, and her Parallels fall in
6 degrees 48 minutes of Leo and Aquiry and in 23 de-
grees 12 minutes of Taurus and Scorpios when at the fame

time their Parallels or Antifcions, é-c. fall in 21 degrees 39
minutes
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minutes of Leo and Tamns, and in 8 degrees 21 minutes
of Aguary and Seorpios {o that you fec here there is o lefs
than 15 degrees of difference between them and Truth.
Now if I fhould , as they do, dire& the M to 23 de-
grees of Libsa, fhe hath there 4 degrecs 23 minutes of
Laticude, and g degrees odd minutes of Declination, which
doth not come naar the Declination of Saiwrn which is
o degrees 21 minutes: . Therefore I obferve what Lautude
the Mom hath in 4 degrecs of Scorpios aud I find fhe hath
thire 3 degrees 47 minures s in which Point e hah ¢
degrees 21 minutes of Declination, and in that point fhe
really mects the true Parallcl of Saturns and as he is, fo is
¢ cqually diftant both from the Tropicks and Equators
and ¢, this Point, and with that Latitude there, I dire&
the AMm, whofe Ark of Direction is 76 degrees 50 mi-
nutes: Which turned into Time gives 70 years and about
5 or 6 months. And at that time the Moon and Purt of For-
tune comes by Direéion to the Parallel of Saturw’s Declination,
and fo of the others in the like cafe.

Thus 1 have given you One and thirty Nativities out of
Argol’s De Dibus Criticis, to prove that there were Rea-
fons to be given for their Deaths and Preferments by a re-
galar method in taking the Hileg,. and ufing of it to the
cnd it is chofen, without running from onc point toO
another, and at laft perhaps kill them on fome Directions
that were never imagined nor believed to have any fuch
mortal power before. And in fome of thefe Nativites I keep
clofe to Argol’s time, without any alteration at all; and in
others of them, where 1 do differ from him , it is with
good reafon to belicve that he firain'd the point to m-ke
his Dire&ion that he did imagine hit the Accident: And I do
belicve in fome of them he hath made confiderable altera-
tion from the eftimste time. Like C—-— in his Ky filed
bigger , to (hew himfclf a man of Skill, alters his Edimate
Time almot Three Hours; the Confeguence you fhall hear
hereafcer in this Treatife. And yet for thofe Nativitics that
I have not altered , as well as thofe I have, T do not en-
gage for the Truth of any of them; nor doth it matter

Mm any
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any thing to the intent of this Book , whether they are true
or not. If they are true, he hath wholly miftaken the Prin-
ciples of his Axt, and mifguided his Reader and Pupil in his
Inttruions, and juitly delerved the modeit Corre@ion that 1
have made of the whole. If they are pot true Nativities, it
is the fame thing as if they were, for he would have given
the fame Reafins for true cnes as he doth in thefe; and to be
plain with you, he gives his Reafons for them, belicving and
fuppofing them to b truc: And fo ] take them; and the fame
Reafons 1 give will hold and have adequate cffeéts in any true
Nativities carefully taken.

In thefe Three laft Nativitics here given, I have made choice
of them on purpofe, becaufe in cach of them the Part of For-
tune is giver of Life, according to the Doctrine and Principles
of Ptolemy, and tnat point I have dircted to their feveral
Anarets’s, in each of them to give the time of Death, which
perhaps may feem to fome Old Profeffors a methnd firange
to their pra@ice, notwithflanding they have talked of the
Part of Fortune being cne of the Five Hilcgical places often-
times, but did never allow it to be dire&ted on any occafion
of Life and Death, but when nothing elfe would dos never con-
fiderirg the Rule when it is to be allowed giver of Life, and
when not ; and concerning this, 1 fuppofe there will be divers
Profeffors and Pretenders to this Art, that will railc feveral
doubts about it, and dcbate the Point pro & con, whether it
ought or ought ot fo be admitted into practice ; and I doubt
not likewife but the Verdi& will go againit me in the cafe de-
bated : Therefore, the better to guide thefe Sceptical Ani-
madvesters Judgments , I will fay fomething in order to the
reafonablencis of its admilion, to the probability of its pow-
er, and to the Authority 1 have. to plead for both, from our
Great Parron and Mafter, Piolemy. :

Notwithftanding it is but a Point (aud for that Reafon con-
trovertd by many) there feems as much Reafon for its being
dire@cd (if it is truly taken) as the Sunand Moon ; for the point
of the Zodiack, that the Sun and Mbon are in at the Time
of Birth, is gone from that part ot Heaven, when the point

he directs the Part of Fortune for Death, and thl(“ls in the
Duke of Montmorancys the French-man's Cafe, of wf}lcl} 1 have
fpoke already in the Second Part; anfl EhO}lgh.lt is but a
Point, and no vifible Body, yet that Point being ina fit part
of Heaven, and no Competitors, is as Probable an Apheta as
the Afcendent it felf; which (hough' it be allowed a conti-
nual Poing, and always in being, yet it is always moving be-
tween North - Ealt and South-Eatt’ an_d alfo not conftantly
aalified to be Giver of Life, asallo is thg 'P-m of Fortune.
All :he Five Hilegiack Points have their diftin& and’ parti-
cular Rules by which they are elected to that Power, if con-
fidered by a skilful hand 5 yet you may talk with Twenty
of the Common Pra&icers that 'know Pothmg of that Rule,
nor do indeed ever take any notice of it: Nay, more than
Mm 2 that,
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that, They hug themfclves with the Satisfacticn of being ig-
norant in the point, and value themfelves upon it With fuch
t expedt no good Eutertainment, ncy indeed do Y care whether |
have or uot. ] (ay, each of the Apket’s have their particus
far Rules, by which they are frictly dlected to their Powers
and the Part of Fortune is as yerularly electud as any of them,
and the Rules to that end as pulisive and abfolute s all which

being confidered , the Part of Fortune, if truly taken and julily -

cle@ed, hathas grod a Clam to the Power of Hileg as the
Sun, Moon or Alcendent: And thercfore it is the -Duty of
every honcft Artift to make Obfervations in his Practice, and
fee if he can fatistie himfelf in the Deaths of thofe Pexfons,
that dye upon Dire&tions to any other Point befides the Part of
Fortune, where that is Hileg: Ard in this cafe T my fclt have nct
been deficient, nor am [ at this time. But before 1 do con-
clude, pray lct me ask any skilful man of them all, How
they will make out their Five Hilegiack Points, when they
have admitted the Purt of Forsune for oncs for 1 abfolutcly
deny the Midheaven to be an Aphctical Point that is to be
dire@ed for Death: For the Midheaven hath no more to do in
that, than the Culfps of the Fourth and Seventh haves; and
therefore they ought to know which they are, or elle they wiil
be but weak Pretenders, if deficient in their Principles. 1t can-
not be expected from me here, becaufe 1 am not ‘writing ot the
Rudiments, but the Improvements of this Art: I only mention
it here, to put the young Students upon the Enquiry 5 and you
know there is a certain Promifc annexed to it, That be that

Laitly, As to my authority to plead for both its Admiffion
and its Power, I need not go far s for if you will not take
my own Word for it, I havea couple of Gentlemen ready at
hand that wili be my Secarity, and tell you moxe of the mat-
ter than what I have faid, and they are Ptolemy and his Com-
mentator Cardan @ To the tirlt of which T need fay nothing
more to the men of Skill in this Science, than to recommend
them to thofe Two Chapters in his Third Book, Do Purte
Fortsne , and Quot fint Prorogatores.

Shall have no need to fay any great matter by way of Pree-
mium to this Part of my Book. Firft, becaufe b~ is one
of our own Country and Nation, an Englifhman (or ought
to be {o) and perhaps bettcr known to many Perfons than
to my felf, and to all thofe my Information of the Man may
feem impertinent ; and becaufe fome Difference hath been be-
tween us, it may be made an ill ufe of either on the one hand,
or the cthers and therefore to keep clear of that Dilemma, I
will be totally filent in all things 'th;t concern his Perfon, Morals,
Religion , and Reputation , and this not ouly here, but \thmugh-
out this Fourth Part will keep the fame'Method, laying atide
all Expreffions of Prejudice, and only ftick to the matter in
hand , which is to enguire into thofe Nativities , and to fec
whether they are managed according to the Old and Primitive
Do&rine , and alfo whether he doth allow the fame Effe&t in
one that he doth in another 3 and | hope no man will take it ill

if there appear a jult ground for Reprehenfion , and this dor;c

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in a modeft Way, and Terms becoming one that expeéts future
times may have fome occafion to do the like by him when time
{hall 'be no more in his account.

As to the Nativities, I will not print them all, but give you
fome of the moft remarkable ones, and make Remarks from
them on thofe I (hall mention,to illuftrate the Do&rine and #e-
thod that I intend to purfuc thereins and my reafon for fo do-
ing is, becaufe the Book it felf is not {o fcarce to be had, but
1 believe in the hands of moft Profeffors, or may be had if they

think it is worth their while and charge to purchafc it. And (o -

I come to the matter it felf, withoutdetaining you longer in this
Introduétion.

As to the Nativity of the World, I think it is not worth mine
nor any other man’s time to confider it, and the rather, be-
caufe the Learned Sir Thomas Brown doth conclude it was not
made in any one Quarter of the Year, but in all four. And
though Firmicus hath taken notice of this nicety, yet I am no
more fatisfied that he knew the Birth of the World, than I am
of Morinus’s knowing the Birth of our Savicur; and though I
thould allow his Curiofity in knowing fomething of it, 1 am
fure it would puzzle a good Artift to corredt it , notwith{tand-
ing the World hath Accidents fufficient 5 but if this fhould be
allowed too, they have no meafure of time, nor did they ever
yet agree under what Pole of Pofition the Figure ought to be
ereéted. ’

With this we may very reafonably join the Narivities of Nera
and Alexmder the Greats the laft of which we are told, had
Saturn Lord of his Afcendent in pitted and azimene Degrees ,
which made him wry-necked 5 then by the fame Rule, the Moen
Lady of the Afcendent at the Creation, ought to have had fome
fuch ¢ffc& alfo of Deformity to bcliow eitner on the World in
general, or on its Inhabvitants in particular, becaufe the was alfo
in a dark degree, that is, three of Taurus , 1s they have made
her. As to Nero's Nativity , they may have fome prerence of
exacne's moe than in dlexander’s becaufe our Hiftory is more

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Perhaps In fome men’sOpinion it may be doubted and difputed
who is Giver of Life in this Nativity , becaule both Luminaries
are in Aphetical Places, and in their own Dignities 5 but I
think there is no ground for any Doubt of that nature, if a
man rightly underfiands the Text, and will be guided by it:
Let him remember, Interdin Sol anteferendus ff. And by that
Rule the Sunis here Hileg, without difpute. Tam not punétu-
ally certain when he dyed, but as 1 think, it wasin the end of
the Ssmmer, in the year 1668. or 1669. at the age of 49 or 50.
Nor do I know what Difeafe he dyed of, but do believe it wasa
lingring fort of a Diforder, attended with a Hecical Habit of
Body, and a Confumptions; becaufe Mars, who is firft in the
Train of Death, is in Oppofition to Fupiter, and alfo Fupiter’s
Square in Mundo falls in with them, but cannot fave; and theres
fore fpecificates the Difeafe, which I do think is foms Diforder
of the Lungs.

Since 1 wrote this, | have found his Life in my Study, written
by Mr. 7. G. which 1did mnot think of before 5 and he fays,
He dyed September the 20th, dwio 1663. of aHoarfnefs, witha
Catarrh and Confumption.

In the Nativity of Mr. Fobn Sabye it is faid, He was born Fuly
the 1ft, bor. 5. min. 15. P. M. 1621. Lar. 52. and that he dyed
on the Direction of the Afcendent to the Oppotition of Saturn.
But that cannot be, for Two Realons Firflt, The Afcendent is
not Hilegs and Sccondly, Saturn is under the Sun-Beams, and
therefore cannot kill by a pofitive Rule.  Befidcs, what reafon
have we to believe the Afcendent to the Oppofition of Saturn
hath more power to kill here, than in Mr. Huoper the Merchant’s,
Peter Gaffendus, Six Robert Holburn, the Minifter, pag. 111, Fre-
derick King of Denmark and divers others, wherc his Title to kill
is full as good as here, and yet did not do it. In the Scheme
that he hath given, Fupiter is Hileg but 1 judge the time was
given him half an Hour palt s, or between 5 snd 6, and then
the Sunwill be Hilegs by which means the Nativity will be
doubtful.

Mr. Fobn Colisns the Mathematician was born die Saturui, March
the 5th, bor. 6. min. 12 P.M. 1625. Lat. Oxford.  Our Author
makes him the beginning of Librz Afcending 5 but Irather think
he hath the latter end of Virgs aftending,or clfe | cannot imazine
what kil’d him at 58 years and 6 months old.  But I am certain
cur Author can give no reafon for his Death by the Figure he

fianding as to belicve, becaufe theis in the Eighth. I judge he
was born at 6, or a very little afterward, and then the Aoon is
Hileg, and direted to the mundane Parallel of Satzrn, followed
by his Body, and the Oppofition of Mercury.  But as to the Cor-
re&ion he hath made by the Midheaven to the Trine of the Sun
for his Ofhice, and the Afcendent tothe Trine of the Moo: for his
Marriage, it is faliz, and thofc Two Accidents were not from
thofe Two Directions.  This Gentleman was an excellent Ma-
thematician, and taught it in London many years with great Ap-
probation; and 1 have heard him recommended for a man of
great Beafon and Ingenuity; which if true, how fhall we conftrue
the 36th Aphorifm in the ColleGion, which fays, Mercury in
Pifces makes a man Confident withows Reafon, and pretend to what
be knores nott.

M. Will. Leybourn was born die Mercurii,0fober the 18th, bor.
S. min, 41. P. M. 1626. and hath lived in defiance of their Stars;
and the Continuance of his Life hath given the Lye to moft of
their Rules now in fafhion s for he hathoutlived the Midheaven
to the Oppolition of Satwrn, that killed Duke Humilton and
Fames Sibbalds. He hath outlived the Alcendent to the Square
of Murs, that killed Oliver Cromwel, He hath outlived the
Afcendent to the Squarc of Satwrn, that killed Lewis X111 King
of Francr, and Prince Maurice, He hath outlived the Sun to the
Square of Samen, that killed Judge Reeves. He hath outlived
the Moo to the Oppofition of Satura, that killed Mr. Eaftwood.
He hath outlived the Mien to her own Square,and the Oppofition
of Mirs, that killed Bithop Morton; and the Swn to the Square
of Murs, that killed Dr. Gosge,  And if he hath got this Art,
and Power of Living. 1 belicve they uftbe forced to find out
fome new Stars, for the old ones will not do, you fee.

The Mpnin this Nacivity is Giver of Life, without any doubt
and though he hath paffed hier own Square in their method, yet
(he hath not in mine 3 and thatis followed by a Mandane Paral-
lel of Saturn ; but when that happens, 1 cannot tell; becaufe I
fuppofe this Figure is correfted (as he callsit) by the Afcen-
dent to the Square of Saturn for his Feverat 24 years of age,
which I am fure alters it much from the eftimate Time.

Had I any certain ground to proceed on, Tam very willing to
take fome Pains on this famous man’s Nativity; but the Eftimate
Time being fo uncertain; nay, the day is no more but gucfled
at 5 and the time of the day, for ought 1 fee, is more uncerrain
than that; and therefore to pretend to take pains on {uch a doubt-
ful Subjed,is but to abufe the world with another Imaginary Na-
tivity, which I am not willing to do.

The next 1 fhall confider, is that of the Author himfelf,
Mr. Foba Gadbury, which he hath printed three or four times al-
ready, and in my Judgment cvery onc of them falfe.

Story only, and knew nothing of it, that people (hould {o eafily
part with their money, as you muft belicve they did o this Gen
tlewoman.  As fhe improved in her Eftatz of Money ; fo the
lived very much like 2 Gentleworman, by kecping a Coach and
Hoifes, and enjoying her {clf in a comfortable mannes for {ome
time; at laft fhe fell into Trouble about this Maney, they that
had lentit,did cxpcéd it to be repaid with mighty Intereft,which
it feems fhe was not able to do, and for that realon divess Suits
were commenced againfi iicr, and (he at lai forced to take the
Benchor Fleet 5 in one of which the dyed, being a Drifoner, and
very poor, about the year 1693, or 4.
